	EPA has identified project managers for all on-going TMDL projects in Washington, and has worked with Ecology to establish priority levels for each of these TMDLs.  The project managers and team leader have outlined clear roles and responsibilities for individual TMDLs and for state-wide policy issues.  EPA continues to work to improve their review / approval turnaround time.  Of the 9 TMDL projects submitted to EPA from July 1, 2001 through June 30, 2002, the average review and approval time was 6 weeks (minimum review time of 1 week; maximum review time of 12 weeks).
