RCRA PERFORMANCE PARTNERSHIP AGREEMENT

TAPS SECTION- TSD TEAM
Philip Services Tacoma – We assisted region with several permit modifications and compliance inspections.  We spent more than 80 hours with this facility.

Philip Services Kent – We assisted region with several permit modifications and a compliance inspection.  No exception.

Philip Services Washougal – Agreed order has not been completed by SWRO, so we have not worked on permit lite. 

Philip Services Georgetown – Agreed order has not been completed by NWRO, so we have not worked on permit lite. 

Philip Services Terminal 91 – Draft permit lite and fact sheet are on hold because of complexities in working with multiple responsible parties for the corrective action.  

Emerald Service Tacoma - We assisted region with several permit modifications and compliance inspections.  We spent more than 80 hours at this facility.

Univar Kent – We assisted in one permit modification.  We spent less than 80 hours on this facility.

Reichhold Chemical – Permit lite was issued. We assisted region in the issuance of a letter of credit with Ecology as the beneficiary, replacing a similar letter of credit with EPA as beneficiary.
Pioneer Americas LLC/Occidental Chemical – We assisted with draft permit public involvement requirements. Permit lite was issued to support corrective action.
BSB Diversified/Hytek – To date, we have provided no support to NWRO on a post closure permit, other than investigations as to whether BSB has continued to meet the Financial Test for the year 2003.

Fort Lewis – Fort Lewis is investigating Performance Track instead of permitting, so permit work is on hold.  We assisted with Public Involvement for a Fort Lewis corrective action event.

Navy Keyport Facility – In response to our request of January, 2005, Keyport submitted their application in April, 2005.  We conducted a completeness review of the application and have initiated an expedited permitting process with Keyport personnel.   Permit work will be ongoing through FY 2006. 

Integrated Environmental Technologies (IET) – We have been meeting with the company to discuss requirements and schedule for an operation permit.  The company has not determined whether they will be submitting the Notice of Intent to site a dangerous waste management facility in the Richland area.

Yakima Training Center

· OB/OD unit closure certification is complete.  However, the permit will not be terminated until corrective action is complete for the entire facility.

Bay Zinc:

· No change from last year

· Rather than devote resources to permit renewal activities, the focus at this site remains on corrective action. (See corrective action discussion below.)

· This facility has approved controls in place for the GPRA operating permit baseline.
APEL:

· This facility has withdrawn its permit.  

· Permit regulated activities never occurred at the site, allowing for an expedited permit withdrawal with no closure activity, and no post-closure needed. 

Cameron Yakima, Inc:

· No change in site status from last year

· Memo sent to CRO Central Files stating that site is closed, permit denied, etc.  Data entry has not yet been done to reflect this.

· This facility has approved controls in place for the GPRA post-closure baseline.



 

CRO Corrective Action

Yakima Training Center (YTC)

· The Army is making good progress regarding the investigation and voluntary cleanup of multiple sites: 

· Initial investigations and interim actions were completed at the two high priority sites with potential for presence of unexploded ordnance.

· Remedial action has been planned for one site with evidence of contamination.

· Two sites will be managed using institutional controls.

· Groundwater sampling and analysis plans were developed, submitted and approved for five areas/sites. Groundwater sampling is ongoing. Nine additional groundwater monitoring wells were installed during 2004. In August 2005, six more will be installed and two public water supply wells added to the monitoring well network.

Bay Zinc:

· An agreed order was completed in early FY 2003 and site remediation continues to proceed rapidly. Approximately 75% (six SWMUs and AOCs)  of the contaminated soil has been remediated by excavation and landfill disposal. Approximately 7,136 tons of contaminated soil went to Arlington, Oregon, including 799 tons disposed as hazardous waste.

· Over $1 million has been spent on investigation and remediation of contaminated soils and groundwater. The consultant estimates $200,000 worth of corrective action remains to completely remove and dispose of all contaminated soil.  However, institutional controls may ultimately be used to manage the remaining affected areas of the site.

· An updated summary of remediation progress report including a performance report of the groundwater treatment system will be submitted in fall 2005.

 

Cameron Yakima, Inc.

· No change from last year

· The “Human Exposure EI” determination remains current. 

· The “Groundwater Migration is Controlled EI” determination remains current.

Formal Enforcement Actions

· A settlement agreement for the August 2002 penalty was signed with Tri-City Railroad in December of 2003.  The settlement failed, and a new settlement was reached in January 2005.

· A $9,000 penalty was levied against ECCO, Inc on July 14, 2004.  The facility was found to be out of business in November, but recent contact with the owner has resulted in a payment schedule being implemented.

Formal Enforcement Work 

1.  Philip Services (dba Burlington Environmental, Inc) – Kent (WAD991281767) and Renton (WA0000072884 )
A $50,000 penalty (DE01HWTRNR-2873) was issued on August 6, 2001 to the Renton Laboratory at the same time that a $114,000 Penalty (DE01HWTRNR-2871) was issued to the Kent facility. Along with a simultaneous SWRO-issued PSC-Tacoma penalty, all were appealed.

The PCHB “Stipulation and Agreed Order of Dismissal” of July 28, 2002 documented a settlement that required PSC to:

1. Pay $20,000 of the combined penalty amount to Ecology;

2. Develop and implement an Environmental Management System (EMS) for PSC’s Washington facilities; and

3. Stay in compliance with the issues cited in Ecology’s actions for 30 months or pay an additional $46,000.


Timing and receipt of PSC deliverables were adversely affected by the Corporation’s FY03 filing for Chapter 11 bankruptcy protection.  In addition, the Bankruptcy Court did not affirm Ecology’s standing or our ability to collect stipulated penalties for non-compliance with Items 2 and 3 above.  Following Ecology’s review of PSC’s implemented EMS, the Stipulation and Agreed Order will be closed out Q1/FY06 (July 13, 2005).

2.  Numatic Finishing Corporation, Auburn (WAD052586542)

An Administrative Order was issued February 19, 2004.  The Order was not appealed and has been acted upon unilaterally by the Corporation.  Violations included: container management; failure to designate solid wastes; and absence of personnel training and contingency plans.

After several inadequate submittals of required procedures, laboratory analyses, and draft plans, the Corporation resorted to hiring a consultant who produced a more complete response in a timely fashion.  Minor revisions remain to be completed.

Ecology will be conducting field verification of changes at the facility during Q1/FY06.

3.  Glacier Bay Catamarans, Monroe (WAH000003350 and WAH000022295)

An Administrative Order and Penalty for $39,000 were issued on April 28, 2004.  The Order was not appealed.  However, the Penalty was appealed to the PCHB.  Violations included: failure to  designate solid waste; inadequate container management; failure to conduct weekly inspections; and inadequate or missing personnel training and contingency plans.

Settlement negotiations produced a PCHB Stipulation and Agreed Order on April 1, 2005 that resulted in:

1. Payment of $7,800 to Ecology

2. Presentation of a fiberglass boat industry open house with sessions acknowledging problems, sharing technology, and proposing long-term solutions.

3. Proposal to develop a pneumatic tool to blow excess styrene resin off of tools

4. Hiring a consultant to evaluate GBC’s workforce and provide strategies for investment and behavior modification.

Glacier Bay’s response to the formal enforcement has been an outstanding example of management “getting” their environmental responsibilities and viewing them as opportunities for creativity and response “above and beyond” compliance.

4.  Janicki Industries, Inc., Sedro Wooley (WA)

An Administrative Order and $40,000 penalty were issued to Janicki on December 6, 2004.  Both were appealed to the PCHB.  Violations included: failure to report a spill that left the facility; failure to take actions to mitigate a spill; failure to have emergency procedures in place; and illegal disposal of a dangerous waste.  

The firm’s focus during negotiations was upon government’s responsibility to inform industry of their environmental responsibilities under both state and federal law.  Therefore, the Stipulation and Agreed Order – finalized on June 24, 2005 – requires Janicki to:

1. Pay $8,000 to the State of Washington;

2. Create a spill response team (in coordination with local government’s spill & hazmat  response team); provide training, equipment, and supplies to same;

3. Provide facility-wide hazardous waste/safety awareness training to all staff; and

4. Organize and present an environmental compliance workshop for management and employees of local businesses in Skagit County.  In addition, Janicki will work with the Economic Development Association of Skagit County to distribute Ecology publications on state environmental regulations.  The workshop is scheduled to take place on September 7, 2005 in Mount Vernon.

As work was completed SWRO did not separate State Priority Inspections into DAR or new notifier visits.  We did not meet our commitments for 30 Increased Generator Contact during FY05.  We were operating with unfilled vacancies and a reduced number of inspectors in the field. 

Permitting and Permit Modifications and Closures
One Class 2 permit modification at Philip- Tacoma and one Class 1 Permit modification at Emerald were put as placeholders in the PPA.  Philip did not submit the forecast Class 2 permit modification; however, we did complete two Class One Prime modifications.  Four Class 1 Prime modification requests were completed for Emerald – Tacoma. All Class 1 prime permit modifications require approval prior to implementation.

In addition at the Noveon Kalama facility we stated that we would “Issue Permit Modification to Incorporate Draft Cleanup Action Plan for Public Comment.  Prepare Responsiveness Summary.” Ecology (Leon Wilhelm) completed the approval of the Cleanup Action Plan. Following this approval the site was transferred for administration to Ecology’s Industrial Section which has assumed all responsibility for this facility.

The permitting commitment for Occidental/Pioneer Americas was to: “Issue Permit/Fact Sheet/Consent Decree for Public Comment.  Prepare Responsiveness Summary.”  

As usual at this highly complex site strategies changed in mid stride. Due to legal considerations EPA and the facility requested that Ecology enter into negotiations of an amendment to the existing EPA Administrative Order on Consent (AOC) rather than under the anticipated consent decree. This is the first joint such action we know of. We did incorporate the negotiated AOC which requires the facility and former owner to perform the remedial investigations, design selected remedies and implement necessary interim remedial actions, into a RCRA permit- lite. We issued the fact sheet, amended the AOC and developed a statement of work, all which were reviewed through public comment.  No responsiveness summary was needed.  (Leon Wilhelm)

Closure work

The commitment for closure was at Fort Lewis site and it was dependent upon the facility deciding to close. That decision was dependent upon gaining Performance Track approval. Unfortunately that was not an easy matter and took way too much time.  Approval was obtained for Performance Track to go forward, but too late for this year.  The closure will occur in the coming year.

The planned work was; ‘review the previously submitted closure plan, a recently submitted groundwater characterization plan and the EPA RFAs’. The work was partially completed. The groundwater characterization plan was reviewed, but comments not yet completed. The work was delayed due to the complexity of the Reichhold RI/FS work and due to the large workload associated with the Pioneer Americas Site.

Corrective Action
Occidental/Pioneer Americas:  The commitment in the PPA for was: “Issue alternatives evaluation for Area 5106, embankment and upland areas for public comment.”  


Due to the addition of an extensive subtidal discharge investigation and subsequent characterization of the site using a highly sophisticated 3D model to the statement of work, the schedule for evaluation, selection, and subsequent issuance of recommended site remedial alternatives for public comment has been revised to FY 2007.  


Substituted work has been extensive oversight of the development and implementation of the work plan for the subtidal discharge investigation and development of the 3D model. (Leon Wilhelm)

University of Washington (Arrcom):  The commitment was; “Review and comment on revised draft feasibility study report.”


No comments have been issued on the draft feasibility study report pending Ecology receipt of a report prepared under an EPA contract on the results of an investigation of the up gradient source of a solvent plume migrating through the former Arrcom site.  The determination of whether or not the plume originates on up gradient property owned by the University will have a major impact in determining the recommended alternatives in the feasibility study report.


Substituted work has been assisting the University in preparing a detailed work plan and schedule for development of a proposed interim cleanup action plan, submitting it for public comment and subsequent implementation of the proposed interim cleanup action. (Leon Wilhelm)

Philip/BEI-Washougal:  The commitment was: “Prepare fact sheet and public notice for permit renewal.  Assistance with remaining RI items including indoor air.”  


The negotiations have not been completed. Staff is continuing to review site files to determine data gaps in remedial investigation. Work to determine the impact of soil gas on indoor air took precedence and this work will help streamline negotiations, as well as hopefully meeting the EPA Environmental Indicator Human Health determination for this facility.   (Kaia Petersen)

International Paper:   The commitment was; “Continued evaluation of pilot treatment test in Maintenance Facility Area.  Begin negotiations of revisions to the Performance and Compliance Monitoring Plan (PCMP).”  


Instead of amending the current consent decree and revising the Performance and Compliance Monitoring Plan (PCMP), the facility owner and past owner persuaded Ecology that the approach for this site should be to negotiate a new consent decree, develop a post-closure monitoring plan for the treated wood product (TWP) area, and develop a permit for post-closure and corrective action.  In addition, a cleanup action plan needs to be negotiated for the maintenance facility area (MFA).  The negotiations for the new consent decree started in May 2005 and involve International Paper and the Port of Longview, the current owner of the site. Staff has developed requirements for a restrictive covenant that would include the TWP area and the MFA.  Staff is also developing a list of requirements for the content of the post-closure plan.  Monitoring of wells and the treatment systems is continuing on an annual basis starting in September 2004.  Treatment is ongoing in the MFA.  


Staff has made the determination that migration of contaminated groundwater is under control in the MFA.  This means both 2005 environmental indicator goals have been met for the entire facility.  (Kaia Petersen)

Philip/BEI-Tacoma The commitment was to “Receive, review and comment on a feasibility study (FS) work plan. “ 


Staff completed review and approved the draft remedial investigation (RI) report in April 2005.  A draft feasibility study work plan was not submitted during the evaluation period, but will be submitted in August 2005. Delay of this work actually helps to coordinate the timing of area wide contamination work on adjacent parcels as all should be addressed together and the Philip site at this point is ahead of the adjacent parcels. Staff are coordinating with the Toxics Cleanup Program (TCP) on neighboring sites also located on the former landfill, including the former CleanCare Corporation facility and the ProLogis property (see additional work below).  Information is needed on the nature and extent of contamination on the neighboring sites before staff can make a determination that migration of contaminated groundwater is under control.  (Kaia Petersen)

Philip/BEI-Washougal The site commitment was; “Negotiate MTCA Order for inclusion with the Permit Lite process.”  


Further evaluation of data gaps will need to be completed before negotiations on the agreed order.  Staff has been focused on review and approval of a work plan for indoor air sampling.  The results of the indoor air sampling will be used to determine whether human exposures to contaminants are under control at the facility.  (Kaia Petersen)  


The two PPA commitments for Lilyblad were to “Receive and review and comment on the results of the pilot tests, and to receive review and comment on the supplemental RI report.” Prior to the transfer of the site to the Industrial Section, SWRO staff worked with Lilyblad on the final stages of their RI investigation. This work included reviewing field work and approving modifications to the RI work plan, review of well monitoring and approval of an revised groundwater monitoring plan and responding to (sometimes daily) field decisions on sampling and groundwater monitoring.  Additionally SWRO staff supported the new Industrial staff person by providing briefings, running the final meetings and drafting the final comments for review, prior to final by the Industrial Section. The responsibility for the PPA commitments has been transferred to the Industrial Section. (Kaia Petersen)

Additional work completed by SWRO staff

· Issued for public comment, and subsequent approval, an interim remedial action at a former range at Fort Lewis.  This was followed by oversight of implementation of the approved remedial action. (SWRO Leon Wilhelm)

· Completed work on the adoption of revised CAMU amendments to the Dangerous Waste Regulations. (SWRO Kaia Petersen)

· Assisted the Toxics Cleanup Program (TCP) with development and implementation of a RI/FS work plan for the ProLogis property.  (SWRO Kaia Petersen)

· Assisted the TCP with requirements for a temporary containment unit (TCU) constructed at the Tacoma Metals site.  (SWRO Kaia Petersen)

· Assisted ERO with area of contamination issues and state-only dangerous waste issues for the Josephine Mine Site #2.  (SWRO Kaia Petersen) 

· For the Reichhold site in addition to the planned work, SWRO completed review and comment of the draft RI Work Plan, review and approval of a technical memorandum for the phased shut-down of off site extraction wells and installation of additional monitoring wells along the down gradient perimeter of the site. (SWRO Stan Leja)

· At the Pioneer Americas/Occidental site, EPA and SWRO Ecology completed the final phase of field investigation and completion of the report, in lieu of the facility completing the work, to determine if contaminated site ground water is discharging into the Hylebos Waterway. Ecology also helped to complete the development of the Sampling and Analysis Plan and the Quality Assurance Project Plan for the work to define the distribution of contamination beneath the Hylebos Waterway and adjoining upland areas and to map the groundwater flow dynamics beneath the site. (SWRO Leon Wilhelm and Stan Leja)

Enforcement Actions

1.  NAR Enterprises, Inc., Alan Strong, Cris Browitt – July 28, 2004 

Administrative Order No. 1579 was issued to NAR Enterprises and their owners for improper management of hazardous substances. Much work was completed to assure compliance and we expect to close this enforcement out soon.

2.  Steel Painters – Kelso – December 2, 2004

Notice of Penalty No DE 1817 was issued to Steel Painters in the amount of $9,000 for failure to; label containers of dangerous waste, keep containers closed, mark accumulation start date, provide adequate secondary containment, keep an adequate written inspection log, prepare and maintain a written personnel training plan, submit an Annual Report for 2003, correct and resubmit an Annual Report for 2002. Again much work expended to gain compliance. A settlement was completed with a two year compliance requirement, which is being monitored.

3.  Port of Centralia – Centralia – March 21, 2005

Agreed Order No. 1901 was issued to the Port of Centralia for failure to designate a solid waste and failure to manage a waste in a way that does not pose a threat to human health. The training required in the Agreed Order has been completed.

4.  Specialty Products and Dan Helton – Lakewood – January 10, 2005

Administrative Order No. 1843 and Notice of Penalty No. 1842 in the amount of $16,000 was issued to Specialty Products and the owner for failure to designate dangerous waste, failure to properly accumulate dangerous waste, failure to mitigate or report spills and failure to notify Ecology or meet minimum dangerous waste generator requirements. A settlement was negotiated and is being monitored for compliance.

5.  Burlington Environmental, Inc./PSC-Tacoma – April 8, 2005

Notice of Penalty No. 2175 in the amount of $43,000 was issued to Burlington, Tacoma for a sudden internal tank explosion.  The facility performed waste management activities in a way that caused a potential threat to human health and the environment.  They violated provisions of their Permit Number WAD 020257945. The penalty has been paid in full, and the permit modification required by Ecology has been submitted and is under review.

6.  GK Construction & Equipment Rentals/Glenn Kincaid – Camas – June 9, 2005

An Administrative Order No. 2536 and Notice of Penalty in the amount of $10,000 was issued to this facility and its owner for failure to; designate a solid waste, offer dangerous waste to a designated facility, properly represent information about wastes, properly prepare the waste manifest and properly prepare dangerous waste for transport. The Penalty and Order have been appealed.

NUCLEAR WASTE PROGRAM

RCRA Info

Permit unit identifiers are showing final status in RCRA Info. Information is inaccurate and needs to be adjusted.  All permitting has been on hold until Ecology acceptance of the Solid Waste EIS ROD.  The NWP is working on improving and correcting the Corrective Action portion of RCRA Info.  This is an on-going issue that EPA is aware of.  Permitting and compliance staff was given training on reporting to RCRA Info the last week of May.

Permitting

We did not do any permitting work for the refineries or aluminum smelters in FY 2005. 

Closures/Post-Closures

Refineries - We approved BP’s request to end post-closure at LTF-7A and the clean closure certifications for three of ConocoPhillips’ surface impoundments in July 2004.  We completed our review of the clean closure certifications for Shell’s four surface impoundments and found that an additional year of groundwater monitoring was needed.  The additional monitoring will be completed in fall 2005.  We did not finish our review of the clean closure certification for the Mobil Oily Sludge Pond.  There was not enough information available; we need to retrieve some reports from archives.

Aluminum Smelters – We approved the modifications to Intalco’s Part B in July 2005 to dispose of TSCA PCB waste in their onsite HW landfill.  Also continue to oversee closure/cleanup activities at CDC Mead, Chinook Ventures, Kaiser-Tacoma, and NW Alloys including issuing orders, tracking compliance schedules, conducting inspections, and reviewing documents and data.  

Corrective Action

We established cleanup levels for the Lilyblad and PW Pipe site and approved continuing pilot tests.  We received a more detailed engineering proposal for cleanup of the site and will use that to prepare a new agreed order and schedule of interim cleanup actions.  The agreed order should be drafted by September 2005.

We have not filled the engineering position responsible for Noveon.  We plan to hire someone by fall 2005.  


Enforcement
We issued 4 orders in FY ‘05.  None of these were enforcement orders.  They were all administrative orders establishing conditions for closure and cleanup at two of the aluminum smelters and interpreting the 90-day clock for spent potliner generated during the dismantlement of one of the potlines at a third smelter.  The details of these orders are as follows:
