Philip Services Tacoma – We assisted on several permit modifications and a compliance inspection.   We provided input on a compliance report.

Philip Services Kent - We assisted on several permit modifications and a compliance inspection.  We reviewed and provided input on a compliance report.

Philip Services Washougal – Corrective action agreed order has not been completed, so we have not worked on permit lite.
Philip Services Georgetown - Corrective action agreed order has not been completed, so we have not worked on permit lite.
Philip Services Terminal 91 - Corrective action agreed order has not been completed, so we have not worked on permit lite.
Emerald Services, Inc - We assisted in several permit modifications and compliance inspections, including circumstances around the storm water vault explosion.  We provided input on the compliance report and proposed enforcement action, and we are assisting SWRO in implementing of an agreed order resulting from the enforcement action.

Univar Kent – We assisted NWRO on a permit modification and a compliance inspection.  We reviewed and provided input on a compliance report.  We have initiated a permit renewal process for this facility. 

Reichhold Chemical – SWRO has not requested assistance for permit modifications or public notice. 

Pioneer Americas LLC/Occidental Chemical - SWRO has not requested assistance for permit modifications or public notice.

BSB Diversified/Hytek – We assisted with public notice of interim remedial and corrective action permit, proposed enforcement order for remedial action and proposed order for down gradient groundwater investigation.

Fort Lewis Army - SWRO has not requested assistance for public notice. 

Keyport Naval Facility – We have reviewed and commented on the first draft of the application, and have had several meetings with facility personnel on the application.  We are in an active process of reviewing revised portions of the application using the expedited permitting process.  We assisted on a compliance inspection and provided input on a compliance report.

IET/ONYX – The facility has not submitted their Notice of Intent yet, so formal work has not yet begun on the permit. We have participated in several meetings with CRO and facility personnel to discuss permitting issues.  IET is now planning to request a recycling determination for this facility, but we have not received the formal request.

International Paper – The agreed order has not been completed, so we have not worked on permit lite.
Boeing Auburn – We assisted with public notice of modifications to the facility’s corrective action work plan, agreed order, and permit.

Boeing Renton - We assisted with public notice of the facility’s interim cleanup action plan.

Puget Sound Naval Shipyard - We assisted with public notice of the facility’s closure plan.

University of Washington, Tacoma Campus - We assisted with public notice of the facility’s proposed interim cleanup action plan.

Yakima Training Center

· OB/OD unit closure certification has been completed.  However, the permit will not be terminated until corrective action is complete for the entire facility.

Bay Zinc:

· No change from last year

· Rather than devote resources to permit renewal activities, the focus at this site remains on corrective action. (See corrective action discussion below.)

· This facility has approved controls in place for the GPRA operating permit baseline.

APEL:

· This facility has withdrawn its permit.  

· Permit regulated activities never occurred at the site, allowing for an expedited permit withdrawal with no closure activity, and no post-closure needed. 

Cameron Yakima, Inc:

· No change in site status from last year

· Memo sent to CRO Central Files stating that site is closed, permit denied, etc.  Data entry has not yet been done to reflect this.

· This facility has approved controls in place for the GPRA post-closure baseline.



 

CRO Corrective Action
Yakima Training Center (YTC)

· The Army continues to make significant progress regarding the investigation and voluntary cleanup of multiple sites: 

· Remedial actions are now complete at two high priority unexploded ordnance sites.

· Remedial action (soil removal) was completed for a public works yard site.

· Groundwater sampling is ongoing for two contamination plumes, including six additional monitoring wells to better delineate TCE contamination in the cantonment area. As a precautionary measure, two drinking water wells were added to the monitoring program. No contaminants were detected in these two wells.

· Groundwater sampling for several historic landfills revealed no presence of contamination.

Bay Zinc:

· An agreed order was completed in early FY 2003 and site remediation continues to proceed rapidly. Over 7,000 tons of soil have been excavated (799 tons were hazardous waste). Three areas of contaminated soil will remain in place and managed through institutional controls.  A site management plan is to be submitted fall 2006 detailing implementation of the institutional controls.

 

Cameron Yakima, Inc.

· No change from last year

· The “Human Exposure EI” determination remains current. 

· The “Groundwater Migration is Controlled EI” determination remains current.

Formal Enforcement Actions
1) Tri-City Railroad,  Kennewick (WA)

A revised stipulated order and notice of dismissal was agreed to in January 2005.  The terms were completed on 10/10/2005.  This action is considered satisfied as of 10/10/2005.

2) Ecco Inc.,  Kennewick (WA)

An Administrative Order was issued to Ecco on January 20, 2004.  A penalty for $9,000 was issued on July 14, 2004 as a result of the sites failure to respond to the order.  In November 2004 it was discovered that the facility had ceased operations.

An agreement was reached in June 2005 between the AGO, on behalf of Ecology, and the property owner, to pay $6,000 on a payment schedule, rather than send the penalty to collections.  The last penalty payment was received on June 7, 2006.  This action is considered satisfied as of June 7, 2006.

3) WHW Trucking, Finley (WA)

Ecology issued a $40,000 penalty to WHW Trucking of Billings Montana on August 10, 2005 for failure to designate dangerous waste, failure to notify of the release of a dangerous waste, and failure to clean up the released dangerous waste. 

Ecology received an anonymous complaint in April, 2005 alleging that about 9 tons of soda ash was dumped from a truck on SR 397 near Finley, Washington.  The responsible party was determined to be WHW Trucking, Inc. of Billings, Montana.  The soda ash waste was designated by state officials as a state-only dangerous waste.

The penalty was appealed to the Pollution Control Hearings Board, and after lengthy legal activity, WHW eventually dropped their appeal.  WHW agreed to a payment schedule for the entire $40,000 penalty.

4) Valley Fruit Orchards, LLC

Ecology issued a $4,500 penalty against Valley Fruit Company on June 8, 2006 for illegal disposal of dangerous waste (pesticides).

Ecology received a complaint of a pesticide burial in September 2005.  In coordination with Washington State Department of Agriculture, the complaint was investigated and substantiated.  The WSDA issued a $3,600 penalty in March 2006 for failure to use four separate pesticides according to their label.  This penalty has been paid.  Ecology deferred proceeding with it’s penalty action until the WSDA action was completed.

Valley Fruit has paid the penalty in full.  This action is complete.

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Formal Enforcement Work 

1) Philip Services (dba Burlington Environmental, Inc) – Kent (WAD991281767) and Renton (WA0000072884 )

A $50,000 penalty (DE01HWTRNR-2873) was issued on August 6, 2001 to the Renton Laboratory at the same time that a $114,000 Penalty (DE01HWTRNR-2871) was issued to the Kent facility. Along with a simultaneous SWRO-issued PSC-Tacoma penalty, all were appealed.

The PCHB “Stipulation and Agreed Order of Dismissal” of July 28, 2002 documented a settlement that required PSC to:

1. Pay $20,000 of the combined penalty amount to Ecology;

2. Develop and implement an Environmental Management System (EMS) for PSC’s Washington facilities; and

3. Stay in compliance with the issues cited in Ecology’s actions for 30 months or pay an additional $46,000.


Timing and receipt of PSC deliverables were adversely affected by the Corporation’s FY03 filing for Chapter 11 bankruptcy protection.  In addition, the Bankruptcy Court did not affirm Ecology’s standing or our ability to collect stipulated penalties for non-compliance with Items 2 and 3 above.  Following Ecology’s review of PSC’s implemented EMS, the Stipulation and Agreed Order was closed out July 13, 2005.

2) Numatic Finishing Corporation, Auburn (WAD052586542)

An Administrative Order was issued February 19, 2004.  The Order was not appealed and has been acted upon unilaterally by the Corporation.  Violations included: container management; failure to designate solid wastes; and absence of personnel training and contingency plans.

After several inadequate submittals of required procedures, laboratory analyses, and draft plans, the Corporation resorted to hiring a consultant who produced a more complete response in a timely fashion.

Following review of required documents, Ecology conducted an inspection of Numatic on December 6, 2005.  The inspection confirmed compliance with all previous violations.  A letter confirming close-out of the Order requirements was sent by Ecology on December 13, 2005.

3) Glacier Bay Catamarans, Monroe (WAH000003350 and WAH000022295)

An Administrative Order and Penalty for $39,000 were issued on April 28, 2004.  The Order was not appealed.  However, the Penalty was appealed to the PCHB.  Violations included: failure to designate solid waste; inadequate container management; failure to conduct weekly inspections; and inadequate or missing personnel training and contingency plans.

Settlement negotiations produced a PCHB Stipulation and Agreed Order on April 1, 2005 that resulted in:

1. Payment of $7,800 to Ecology

2. Presentation of a fiberglass boat industry open house with sessions acknowledging problems, sharing technology, and proposing long-term solutions.

3. Proposal to develop a pneumatic tool to blow excess styrene resin off of tools

4. Hiring a consultant to evaluate GBC’s workforce and provide strategies for investment and behavior modification.

Glacier Bay’s response to the formal enforcement has been an outstanding example of management “getting” their environmental responsibilities and viewing them as opportunities for creativity and response “above and beyond” compliance.  The company is presently working on their Supplemental Environmental Projects and will submit reports on the successes and challenges involved with their implementation.

4) Janicki Industries, Inc., Sedro Woolley (WAH000023473)

An Administrative Order (1569) and $40,000 penalty (1570) were issued to Janicki on December 6, 2004.  Both were appealed to the PCHB.  Violations included: failure to report a spill that left the facility; failure to take actions to mitigate a spill; failure to have emergency procedures in place; and illegal disposal of a dangerous waste.  

The firm’s focus during negotiations was upon government’s responsibility to inform industry of their environmental responsibilities under both state and federal law.  Therefore, the Stipulation and Agreed Order – finalized on June 24, 2005 – required Janicki to:

1. Pay $8,000 to the State of Washington;

2. Create a spill response team; provide training, equipment, and supplies to same;

3. Provide facility-wide hazardous waste/safety awareness training to all staff; and

4. Organize and present an environmental compliance workshop for management and employees of local businesses in Skagit County.  In addition, Janicki worked with the Economic Development Association of Skagit County to distribute Ecology publications on state environmental regulations.  The workshop took place on September 7, 2005 in Mount Vernon.

Janicki completed its responsibilities as of October 25, 2005. 

5) Magnum Trailer et al, Ferndale, WA (WAH000027708)

On November 15, 2005 an Administrative Order was issued to Magnum Trailers Company, the successor company Magnum 2005 run by the owner’s son, and the property owner, Perry Pallet Company.  A Penalty in the amount of $56,000 was issued solely to Magnum Trailers Company and the successor company, as well as both owners as individuals.  The penalty was for numerous dangerous waste violations including: failure to designate waste; spills of dangerous waste to the environment; illegal disposal of dangerous waste to the air and soil; and accumulation of dangerous waste for more 180 days.  Don Piccolo, former owner of Magnum Trailer Company, appealed the penalty by representing all of the plaintiffs pro se.  The penalty was upheld in full by the PCHB following the April 25, 2006 hearing.  Mr. Piccolo has subsequently appealed this decision to Whatcom County Superior Court.

The Order with its requirements to clean up the property was not appealed.  The property owner and the new company owner have already begun complying with the Order and working cooperatively with Ecology to achieve the required compliance.  Some of the hazardous waste accumulated on the property has been properly disposed and a consultant has begun work to assess the extent of contamination of the soils and groundwater.

6) Argent Chemical Laboratories, Redmond (WAD988468211)

An Administration Order and Penalty for $180,000 were issued on February 28, 2006.  The Order was not appealed within the specified 30-day timeframe; the Penalty was appealed to the PCHB.  Argent has subsequently gone to the PCHB to recognize its late submittal of its appeal to the Order.

Violations included: illegal disposal of hazardous waste to the sewer; inadequate storage of incompatible materials in the QC lab; failure to designate waste; failure to develop a training plan; failure to maintain personnel records; failure to obtain a valid site ID#; failure to label hazardous waste accumulation containers with appropriate risk; failure to close containers; failure to conduct weekly inspections of dangerous waste accumulation areas; failure to provide adequate secondary containment; and failure to maintain adequate aisle space between rows of containers.

The Order requires Argent to:

1. Submit quarterly reports allowing Ecology to monitor waste generated, waste shipped, product sold and/or shipped; and all chemicals purchased in order to demonstrate proper management of hazardous materials.
2. Create a Hazardous Waste Management Plan that includes: a) a hazard analysis report conducted by a qualified independent auditor; b) a designation report to document proper designation of all solid wastes; and c) a training program

On March 29, 2006, Argent filed an Application for Relief from Penalty.  New information provided to Ecology resulted in the reduction of the penalty to $170,000.  Several submittals from Argent through early July, 2006 have left three outstanding items in the Order for completion.  

The PCHB hearing on the penalty appeal is scheduled for December 13, 2006.

Permitting and Permit Modifications and Closures
· Philip/BEI – Tacoma WAD020257945:  Three Class 2 permit modification estimated.  Staff are reviewing the draft version of the Class 2 permit modification, which relocates the proposed stabilization building.  The draft permit modification was received May 18, and is the only class 2 modification requested.  In addition, Ecology approved two Class 1’ modifications.  

· Emerald Services Tacoma WAD981769110: Three Class 2 permit modification estimated.  A Class 2 permit modification, which expands the containment area to include product tanks and removes the BTU restriction, was approved in May. This is the only permit modification that was requested this year.  However much time was spent on an agreed order which will precipitate further modifications this fiscal year. 

Operating Permits

· Philip/BEI Washougal WAD092300250:  Prepare fact sheet and public notice for permit renewal via a Permit ‘Lite’ and MTCA Order.  See correction below.  

· International Paper WAD010745917:  Negotiations for a second Consent Decree for all Owners and Operators to reflect current agreed actions, both CAPs and site restrictions to be incorporated into a Permit Lite for corrective action.  See correction below.  

· Reflex Recycling/Micro Oil – Tacoma WAD980978142:  Terminate interim status.  Work in progress – however this action is not yet completed.  

· SQG Sepcialists – Tacoma, WAH000016329: State only closure plan and financial assurance.  In October 2005, Ecology determined closure activities at the facilities met the closure performance standard.  

· Phoenix Environmental – Tacoma WAX000010785:  State only closure plan and financial assurance.  Closure plan received October 2005.  Review comments send March 2006.  

· Philip/BEI – Tacoma WAD020257945:  Incorporate new state closure plan requirements as appopriate.  Staff determined that the new closure plan requirements do not apply to the Philip-Tacoma facility.  

· Emerald Services Tacoma WAD981769110:   Incorporate new state closure plan requirements as appropriate.  The closure cost estimate was received February 21.  Staff reviewed the cost estimate and determined that Emerald should use the closure cost estimating spreadsheet to recalculate their cost estimate.  In August, staff will request Emerald to resubmit their closure cost estimate. 
 

· Emerald Vancouver WAD068794387:  State only closure plan and financial assurance.  The Closure plan was received October 2005.  

· Petroleum Reclaiming Service WAD 980511729:  State only closure plan and financial assurance.  Staff received closure plan and sent comment letter to facility on March 30.  The revised closure plan is due 90 days from receipt of letter.  Staff has called facility about date for submittal of response.  

Corrective Action
1) Reichhold Inc.  WAD09252891  

· The planned milestones were:

1. Oversee focused RI activities on site. (Completed)

2. Review RI Report (Completed)

3. Oversee completion of FS field work/pilot studies

4. Review FS report and comment

5. Review quarterly and annual ground water monitoring reports.  Provide technical assistance.    (Completed)

· Additional work accomplished:
Reviewed the final RI Report including Technical Memorandum on Cleanup Levels for Ground Water in the period from March through June.  An RI Report approval letter will be sent before the end of July, 2006.  

· Exceptions:
Ecology and Reichhold agreed to delay the Feasibility Study activities until the corrective action permit, the agreed orders, and NPDES Permit were modified as part of the transfer of property from Reichhold Inc. to SSA Containers Inc.

SSA Marine Containers Inc., and Reichhold Inc. submitted a draft Notification of Transfer of Ownership, Permits and Orders on December 15, 2005.  On February 6, 2006 a final Notification of Transfer was submitted. The corrective action permit, the corrective action order and the CAMU order, and the NPDES permit were modified by working collaboratively with Reichhold and SSA staff and attorneys.  Approval of the Class I permit modification, amended agreed orders 1577 and 1578 and the property transfer notification letter was sent to the parties on June 19, 2006. The amended corrective action permit, agreed orders 1577 and 1578, and the NPDES permit were delivered to a courier on July 17, 2006. 

2) Cascade Pole Lumber Co.  WAD 008958357 

The planned  milestone was: “Review the annual ground water monitoring report” and “develop a focused RI/FS”.  This work was completed with the caveat that CPLC look into the use of ferric chloride injected into the soil to stabilize arsenic as a contingent remedy.

3) Fuel Processors Inc. WAD 087462503 

The planned work was “review the previously submitted closure plan, a ground water and soil characterization plan, comment and implement the plan”.  

This work was partially completed.  The ground water characterization plan was received on June 19, 2006, however, it did not contain a SAP for soil.  Ecology will write a letter indicating that this was not what was agreed to during the September 28, 2005 inspection. 

The work on this site was delayed due to the expansion of characterization of the Hylebos Waterway at the Occidental Chemical/Pioneer America’s Site.

4) Philip/BEI – Tacoma WAD020257945:  Approve feasibility study (FS) work plan.  Oversee implementation of FS work plan.    
Staff received the draft FS work plan in August 2005.  The Philip/BEI-Tacoma facility is built on a former industrial waste landfill.  The Toxics Cleanup Program (TCP) is lead for sites on neighboring sites also located on the former landfill, including the former CleanCare Corporation facility and the Pro-Logis property.  Staff are coordinating the review of the FS work plan with TCP staff for all sites affected by the landfill, which has delayed completion of the approval of the FS work plan for this site.  Preliminary review of information on the nature and extent of contamination on the neighboring sites indicates staff can make a determination that migration of contaminated groundwater is under control (see additional work below).  

5) Philip/BEI-Washougal WAD092300250:  Complete negotiations of MTCA Order for inclusion into permit for corrective action.  

Staff reviewed and approved work plan for indoor air sampling.  Following review of results of the indoor air sampling, staff reviewed and approved work plans for installation, operation and maintenance of a sub-slab depressurization system.  Installation of the system allowed Ecology to determine that human exposures to contaminants were under control at the facility.  

Evaluation of data gaps is still needed before negotiations on the agreed order can occur.  A contract has been put in place for a consulting hydrogeologist to review data on arsenic in groundwater at the facility.   Until this evaluation has been completed the negotiations for the MTCA Order cannot be completed.  The work on the contaminated indoor air resolution consumed more than the planned hours for this fiscal year. Completion of the data gaps analysis and the negotiations of the MTCA Order is planned for FY07.  

6) International Paper (WAD010745917):  Continued evaluation of pilot treatment test in Maintenance Facility Area.  Complete negotiations of revisions to the Performance and Compliance Monitoring Plan (PCMP).  

Staff developed a PCMP list of requirements for the post-closure plan for the TWP Area.  The negotiations for this facility involve International Paper and the Port of Longview, the current owner of the site.  Following the failure of the parties to submit required documents according to schedule, staff approved a revised schedule for submittal of the post-closure plan for the TWP Area and post-closure permit application.  These documents were received July 7.  Staff has reviewed two versions of the draft restrictive covenant for the TWP Area.  Monitoring of wells and the treatment systems is continuing on an annual basis starting in September 2004.  Treatment is ongoing in the MFA and evaluation of the treatment shows that it is effective. These steps should facilitate the completion of the Consent Decree in FY07. 

7) Occidental/Pioneer Americas (WAD009252314): Target milestone: Review, provide comments and coordinate with EPA on approval or stipulated approvals required in Scope of Work for the amended AOC.

The scope of the sub-tidal field investigation significantly expanded, to the opposite side of the Hylebos waterway.  Upland soils and sediment investigations have also been significantly expanded as a result of significant levels of contamination identified in two former waste management units.  The extra work more than consumed the PPA committed hours and resources. Therefore, submittal of the draft Site Characterization report is delayed until late

FY2007.  Evaluation of remedial alternatives and submittal of the selected alternatives will be delayed until FY2008.

Substituted work includes detailed review and assessment of the ongoing preliminary results and corresponding decisions for additional work for the expanded sub tidal and upland field investigations. Ecology has been providing the sole oversight of field work. This on-site presence plays a major role in guiding ongoing modifications of the scope of these field investigations. Repeated corrective on- site inspections has consumed much of our hydrogeological staff time.

8) Fort Lewis (WA9214053465): Target Milestone: Review documentation associated with Cleanup of ‘Overflow Parking’ portion of Skeet Range.

This was planned to be an interim action by the Fort.  However, due to changes in funding priorities, the Fort has indefinitely postponed this interim action.  

Substituted work includes review and approving a sampling plan for expanded sampling at the Miller Hill former ranges to determine the extent of lead contamination.

9) University of Washington (WAD980664718): Target milestone: Review and comment on revised draft feasibility study report.

Ecology cannot complete comments on the initial draft of the FS report until resolution of the source of two solvent plumes, likely up-gradient of the UW Tacoma site.  A recent study into origins of the contamination was inconclusive.    

Substituted work includes development by Ecology of a sampling plan to be implemented by the University to determine the source(s) of these plumes, and review and subsequent approval of the engineering design report for the interim cleanup action at the Shaub Ellison parcel.  

Additional work completed by SWRO staff

Mercury Dental Guidance:  Ecology wrote two short guidance papers on the designation of mercury waste for inclusion on Ecology’s website which will provide assistance to dentists after the completion of the Ecology and Dental Association Memorandum of Understanding (MOU). 

Puget Sound Energy: Buckley Site: Ecology assisted in the sampling and eventual removal of contamination from the Puget Sound Energy (PSE) Buckley Site.  In 1989, PSE deposited arsenic and pentachlorophenol (PCP) treated wood from repair of their facility on surrounding land.  This waste has led to subsequent contamination of the local soil and groundwater.  Ecology determined that no remaining waste designates as dangerous waste, however, the site does not meet Washington’s Toxics Cleanup requirements.  PSE has agreed to conduct a Voluntary Cleanup of the Buckley Site and the work was transferred to Ecology’s Toxics Cleanup Program.  

Lead in Vinyl Lunchboxes:  Ecology sampled several lunchboxes for lead analysis.  Concerns have been raised by an environmental group that lunchboxes imported from China have been found to contain very high concentrations of lead which might pose a threat to human health.  Of the 17 lunchboxes, submitted samples, two were found to contain appreciable levels of lead. 

Auto Shredder Residue:  A multi-agency team has been formed to pursue additional designation information for Auto Shredder Residue (ASR) in light of the Governor’s Puget Sound Initiative and two large piles of ASR located next to the Sound.  This team has met with the largest auto shredder in the state and agreement was reached to sample the ASR pile later in the summer.  The shredder agreed to provide a Sampling and Analysis Plan for the Team’s review and comment and we are currently awaiting delivery of this document. 

Compliance Training:  Ecology staff provided training to Ecology compliance staff and other related program personnel on book designation and data review for the yearly program compliance retreat.  

SWRO Contained-in Determinations:  Periodically throughout the year, Ecology receives requests for contained-in determinations.  Most of these requests are related to F-list solvents associated with former dry cleaner sites which are undergoing cleanup.  Over the past year, I have reviewed five such requests.  I worked with both Ecology’s Toxics Cleanup Program Site Manager and the cleanup site’s personnel, reviewed and researched the technical merits of the requests and wrote restricted approvals for all five.  

Used Oil Sampling report:  The Used Oil Team sampled across the state several sources of used oil, including straight from the oil pan, used oil collections tanks and ash from used oil space heaters..  Sampling results were obtained throughout the state and analyzed for volatiles, semi-volatiles, total halogens and metals. The data was analyzed and used by the Used Oil Team to determine future sampling efforts.

 Enforcement Actions

1) Root Paint Order #2865, Grays Harbor Co. – 10/12/05 
Administrative Order requiring this paint contractor to make waste/product determinations on stockpiled paints and to adhere to container management regulations. Much time was spent on assuring waste was off site appropriately and dealing with compliance issues.

2) PM Testing Order # 3131, Pierce Co. – 2/27/05
This Administrative Order required this metal finishing operation to cease using secondary containment as a primary holding container and conduct an integrity assessment on the secondary containment.  Application for relief and appeal filed

3) PM Testing Penalty # 3356, Pierce Co. – 6/5/06
$103,000 Penalty issued for the above captioned Order. Delayed issuance due to delay for analytical results and limited AAG resources.

4) Trailer Source Order # 3197 and Penalty # 3198, Pierce Co. – 3/29/06
This Administrative Order and $6,000 penalty was issued to this company which caused pesticides, fertilizers and chemicals to be disposed of at a landfill.  This caused mixing of the chemicals and a fire to break out causing an evacuation of the facility. Application for relief was denied and an appeal was filed, but late.

NUCLEAR WASTE PROGRAM

RCRA Info
Permit unit identifiers have been corrected to reflect the legal and operating status in RCRA Info. for the 586 square mile facility.  Ecology and EPA agreed to status the Hanford Facility as Permitted. The Hanford Federal Facility Agreement and Consent Order (TPA) allows units which do not yet have final permits issued to operate under interim status standards until they are incorporated into the HF RCRA Permit.  The operating status of the units will be documented in the comment section of the RCRAInfo. database unit-specific event data.

RCRA Site Wide Permit Revision 9 Status

· Purex Tunnels ready for issuance in Rev. 9 of RCRA Sitewide permit.  

· 305-B ready for issuance in Rev. 9 of RCRA Sitewide permit.  

· 325-Hazardous Waste Treatment Units (HWTU’s) ready for issuance in Rev. 9 of RCRA Sitewide permit.  

· Liquid Effluent Retention Facility (LERF) & 200 Effluent Treatment Facility (ETF) ready for issuance in Rev. 9 of RCRA Sitewide permit.  

· Waste Treatment Plant (WTP) Portions of HLW and pretreatment are on hold due to issues regarding seismic analysis.  Remainder of plant continues under construction.  New Part A submitted and 2 X 2 melter information added.  Going out to public notice on October 1, 2006.

· Integrated Disposal Facility (IDF) ready for issuance in Rev. 9 of RCRA Sitewide permit.

· 331-C Storage Unit, ready for public involvement to add to Revision 8B.  
· General Information Portion (GIP)  Ecology has re-written this portion of the permit.  This section is undergoing in-house Ecology review for applicability of enforceable portions versus narrative text for clarity.  

· 241-Z Treatment and Storage Tanks ready for public involvement to add to Revision 8B. 

· PFP Treatment Unit (HA-20MB) ready for public involvement to add to Revision 8B. 

· 100-NR-1, 100-NR-2, 1325-N, 1301-N, 1324-N, 1324-NA, 183-H and 300 Area Process Trenches:  These units will be included in Revision 9 of the RCRA Sitewide permit, workshops are on-going.  

Enforcement Actions

1. Continuing litigation at PCHB regarding appeal to $270,000 penalty and Administrative Order issued to USDOE and its contractors on 09/21/04.  Penalty and Order issued for failure to train employees, failure to perform adequate waste verification, and failure to maintain records of waste verification.  Criminal referral made in 2004.


2. By July 2006 eight major inspections completed (2 Hanford tank farms, 2 generator, 2 TSD, one remedial action inspection, and one complaint follow-up for hazardous materials storage).  No violations cited, but numerous concerns regarding waste designation procedures, failure to follow permit conditions, failure to meet TPA Milestones, and waste storage practices.

Permitting

Unanticipated workload this year included the review of Tesoro’s Class 3 permit modification request to remove contaminated landfarm soils to a newly created Corrective Action Management Unit.  The modification was approved following public notice in May 2006.  

Because of other workload, the research on corrective action for the refineries’ oily water sewers will slip to FY 2007.
Closures/Post-Closures

Refineries - The clean closure certifications for Shell’s four surface impoundments were approved on September 28, 2005.  The clean closure certification for the Mobil Oily Sludge Pond was approved on June 6, 2006.  This wrapped up the last of the clean closure certification review backlog.  

Aluminum Smelters – We approved the modifications to Intalco’s Part B in July 2005 to dispose of TSCA PCB waste in their onsite HW landfill.  A RCRA order was prepared and issued to the Port of Tacoma regarding their demolition and cleanup plans for the old Kaiser-Tacoma smelter.  We also reviewed and approved NW Alloys’ Interim Management Plan for the closure and cleanup of their Covered Slag Pond. We continue to oversee closure/cleanup activities at CDC Mead, Chinook Ventures, Evergreen Aluminum, Kaiser-Tacoma, and NW Alloys including tracking compliance schedules, conducting inspections, and reviewing documents and data.  Started work on cleanup activities at Columbia Gorge Aluminum.

The RCRA orders for CDC Mead and Port of Tacoma were closed out.  They completed all closure activities.  Some cleanup work remains at both sites.

Corrective Action

Lilyblad - We completed review of the RI and the results of pilot tests.  The Method B cleanup levels were decided; we are still working on determining Method C cleanup levels.  We are working through our contract process to hire a consultant to conduct a limited FS to identify alternate cleanup options. Work is underway to establish a schedule for the remaining site cleanup and draft an agreed order or settlement agreement with one or more PLPs.

Noveon – The pilot test was completed successfully with better rates than we thought.  The company is ready to scale up.  The facility was sold to new owners and they have not identified an attorney.  So work on corrective action issues has stalled.   Work on the Consent Decree will slip to FY ‘07.
