RCRA PERFORMANCE PARTNERSHIP AGREEMENT: HAZARDOUS WASTE AND TOXIC REDUCTION PROGRAM (HWTR); NUCLEAR WASTE PROGRAM; INDUSTRIAL SECTION
HWTR: P2RA SECTION- PERMITS GROUP
Philip Services Tacoma – We assisted SWRO on several permit modifications and one compliance report, which included formal enforcement.  We conducted three inspections of construction of the new stabilization building.

Philip Services Kent - We assisted NWRO on several permit modifications, and on two compliance report and the proposed enforcement.  

Emerald Services, Inc - We assisted SWRO with negotiating a stipulated order and reviewing several submittals required by that order.  Participated in one compliance inspections and provided input on the resulting compliance report.  We initiated the permit renewal process, and completed the Notice of Intent, Siting Criteria, and Citizen Proponent Negotiation Processes.  We sent a public notice of Emerald’s intention to renew and expand their operations for managing dangerous waste, and another public notice when we received their permit application.

Univar Kent – We assisted NWRO on one compliance inspection and provided input on the resulting compliance report.  We provided review comments on Univar’s initial submittal of the permit application for dangerous waste permit renewal.  Univar has decided not to renew their dangerous waste permit and to close the permitted operations.  They will continue to operate the facility under generator and transporter regulations.  

US Navy, Keyport – We completed detailed reviews of Keyport’s permit application.  We anticipate public noticing the draft permit early in FY 2008. We also assisted NWRO on one compliance inspection and provided input on the resulting compliance report.

IET/ONYX – The facility has not submitted their Notice of Intent for a new dangerous waste permit or a request for Ecology to make a recycling determination for their process.  We believe they no longer plan to pursue siting a dangerous waste facility in Washington.

Fort Lewis – We assisted SWRO with public notice on a Closure Plan for Building 9673 Dangerous Waste Storage Unit, Fort Lewis Washington in March 2007.  

JH Baxter - We assisted NWRO (Dean Yasuda) with bringing proposed closure plan to public notice and comment - October 2006. 

Univar Spokane - Worked with ERO (Greg Caron) and EPA on terminating contaminated site cleanup order, denial of dangerous waste management permit and termination of interim status.  Public notice dated November 2006, final comments 12/15/2006.  

Boeing Everett - Assisted NWRO (Dean Yasuda) bringing to public review revisions to an agreed order which include two interim cleanup action work plans.  This notice went to public comment on 5/15/06 - end of public comment 6/14/2006.

Reflex Recycling - Assisting SWRO (Kerry Graber, Arianne Fernandez) with bringing to public comment denial of dangerous waste management permit and termination of interim status for the facility.  Documents not finalized yet.

Nuclear Waste Program – We provided input and review comments on several aspects of permitting on the Hanford Facility.  We lead a detailed discussion with 15-20 people in the Nuclear Waste Program on waste analysis requirements.

Corrective Action:

Yakima Training Center (YTC):
· The Army continues to make significant progress regarding the investigation and voluntary cleanup of multiple sites: 

· Remedial actions are now complete at two high priority unexploded ordnance sites.

· Remedial action (soil removal) was completed for a public works yard site.

· Groundwater sampling is ongoing for two contamination plumes, including six additional monitoring wells to better delineate TCE contamination in the cantonment area. As a precautionary measure, two drinking water wells were added to the monitoring program. No contaminants were detected in these two wells.

· Groundwater sampling for several historic landfills revealed no presence of contamination.

Bay Zinc:

· An agreed order was completed in 2003 and site remediation proceeded rapidly. Over 7,000 tons of soil was excavated (799 tons as hazardous waste). Three areas of contaminated soil remain and institutional controls have been placed on the property as detailed in the Site Management Plan (2007).

Formal Enforcement Actions:

· B & G Farms:  Order # DE - 2298 and Notice of Penalty #DE – 2299 in the amount of $69,000 issued April 29, 2005 which were appealed.  Settlement discussions resulted in a settlement agreement executed in August 2006.
· Goodrich Corporation (Aircraft Wheel and Brake division):  Settlement negotiations in 2006 resulted in a January 2007 Stipulated Order and Penalty No. 4018 to resolve hazardous waste and water quality violations.  Penalty assessed in the agreement is $110,000 for hazardous waste violations and $150,000 for water quality violations.  In addition, a separate settlement agreement between Goodrich and the Spokane County Air Pollution Control Authority (SCAPCA) resulted in a penalty of $249,092 for air quality permit violations.

· United Agri Products:  A Notice of Penalty #4191 in the amount of $30,000 issued April 6, 2007 was appealed.

Formal Enforcement Work during FY2007

1) Glacier Bay Catamarans, Monroe (WAH000003350 and WAH000022295)
An Administrative Order and Penalty for $39,000 were issued on April 28, 2004.  The Order was not appealed.  However, the Penalty was appealed to the PCHB.  Violations included: failure to  designate solid waste; inadequate container management; failure to conduct weekly inspections; and inadequate or missing personnel training and contingency plans.

Settlement negotiations produced a PCHB Stipulation and Agreed Order on April 1, 2005 that resulted in:

1. Payment of $7,800 to Ecology

2. Presentation of a fiberglass boat industry open house with sessions acknowledging problems, sharing technology, and proposing long-term solutions.

3. Proposal to develop a pneumatic tool to blow excess styrene resin off of tools

4. Hiring a consultant to evaluate GBC’s workforce and provide strategies for investment and behavior modification.

Glacier Bay’s response to the formal enforcement has been an outstanding example of management “getting” their environmental responsibilities and viewing them as opportunities for creativity and response “above and beyond” compliance.  The company has completed work on their Supplemental Environmental Projects and submitted reports on the successes and challenges involved with their implementation.  Ecology sent a letter closing out the Glacier Bay Order on November 6, 2006.

2) Magnum Trailer et al, Ferndale, WA (WAH000027708)

On November 15, 2005 an Administrative Order was issued to Magnum Trailers Company, the successor company Magnum 2005 run by the owner’s son, and the property owner, Perry Pallet Company.  A Penalty in the amount of $56,000 was issued simultaneously to Magnum Trailers Company and the successor company, as well as both owners as individuals.  The penalty was for dangerous waste violations including: failure to designate waste; spills of dangerous waste to the environment; illegal disposal of dangerous waste to the air and soil; and accumulation of dangerous waste for more 180 days.  Don Piccolo, former owner of Magnum Trailer Company, appealed the penalty by representing all of the plaintiffs pro se.  The Order with its requirements to clean up the property was not appealed.  The PCHB upheld the penalty in its entirety.  This PCHB decision was subsequently upheld following appeal to Whatcom County Superior Court on March 2, 2007.  Payment of the $56,000 penalty has been under negotiation with Dan Piccolo, owner of Magnum Trailers’ successor Magnum 2005.  Piccolo has tentatively agreed to paying $29,000 of the penalty over a five-year period as well as manufacturing and donating product (trailers) with value greater than the remainder of the penalty to local NGO’s. 

The property owner and the new company owner have been complying with the Order and working cooperatively with Ecology to achieve the required compliance.  Hazardous waste accumulated on the property has been properly disposed and a consultant has assessed the extent of contamination of the soils and groundwater.

3) Argent Chemicals, Inc., Redmond, WA  (WAD988468211)

An Administrative Order (2768) and $180,000 penalty (2769) were issued to Argent Chemicals on February 28, 2006.  The Order was not appealed to the PCHB in a timely manner; the penalty, however, was.  The eleven violations cited included:  illegal disposal of hazardous waste; improper management of chemical incompatibles; failure to designate waste; failure to develop a training plan; failure to maintain personnel training records; plus several violations of container management requirements.  Argent’s “Application for Relief of Penalty” did contain new information which resulted in Ecology reducing the penalty to $170,000.

Argent’s counsel proposed an inadequate settlement offer that failed to meet Ecology’s settlement guidelines for breadth and depth of compensation in the fall of 2006.  An initial PCHB hearing scheduled for mid-December was delayed at the request of Argent. A subsequent July, 2007 date was rescheduled at the request of Argent.  The hearing is currently scheduled for April, 2008.  Summary judgments have upheld nine of the eleven violations cited thus far.

Argent had initially been providing regular submittals as required per the administrative order.  However, draft plans – training and contingency – were inadequate and final versions have yet to be received by Ecology.  A review of materials required, received, and outstanding will be conducted for follow-up in FY08. 

4) Philip Services Corporation, Kent, WA (WAD991281767)

A $76,000 penalty (#4415) was issued to Philip Services on May 20, 2007.  The eight violations cited included:  General Waste Management (for improper designation, improper assignment of waste codes, inaccurate manifesting, absence of an accurate waste profile); processing of DW with >500 ppm VOC in a permitted unit; failure to notify Ecology of permit exceedance in stabilization tanks; failure to follow waste analysis plan procedures; and failure to meet LDR’s.  These violations all resulted from PSC’s mismanagement of waste received from Belco Forest Products of Tacoma, Washington.

PSC’s “Application for Relief of Penalty” did not provide any new information; therefore, the penalty amount has not changed.  Legal review by AAG Jim Schwartz will support the next step in PSC’s appeal.

SWRO is experiencing an inordinate number of complaints that have required extensive work and enforcements.  This workload impacted our final inspection figures for this year. Despite that impact, SWRO met and exceeded the overall goal for inspection commitments.

Permit Modifications and Renewals:


SWRO projected a Class 1 and Class 2 Permit Modifications at each Emerald Services and Philip Services.  We completed a Class 1 and Class 2 at Philips and one Class 2 at Emerald and one Class 1 at Emerald thus exceeding expectations.


Closure Plan Reviews:

· Emerald-Tacoma (WAD 981769110) –Closure plan review completed and commented on, Kim & Kaia ran the numbers through the cost estimating tool.   

· Reflex/Micro Oil:  Public Notice was held up, and will occur this fiscal year.
· Ft Lewis DRMO closure:  Our expectation is that this will be completed by the end of September, 07 or early in October.

· Emerald Petroleum Vancouver:  This plan was reviewed once and is in a final review.  

· Petroleum Reclaiming Services:  Review done and comments provided to PRS.  Considerable work has been done in relation to completing this closure, and the facility is likely to relocate in the coming year due to the Port of Tacoma Eminent Domain, which poses several closure plan sequencing questions.  

CORRECTIVE ACTION:

Occidental/Pioneer Americas (WAD009252314) – Leon Wilhelm

Target milestones were: Review, provide comments and coordinate with EPA on approval or conditional approval of drafts and/or revised drafts of submittals required in approved Statement of Work for the amended AOC for the Occidental site and oversee the CAMP sampling.  The submittal schedule has been delayed due to work on the submittals has been more intensive than planned. However, work has more than consumed the allocated resource.  

Additional work beyond PPA commitments on this site include our extensive work on the Subtidal Hydraulic/Ground Water/Surface Water Interaction Investigation.  EPA and SWRO completed oversight of the Hylebos Waterway sub-tidal and upland characterizations and a series of interim technical memorandums on the evaluation of hydraulic data collected during the characterization.  In addition three pilot studies to test the effectiveness of in-situ injection of Ferric Sulfate to neutralize high pH ground water at the site were completed with Ecology oversight.

Fort Lewis (WA9214053465) – Leon Wilhelm

The target milestone was: Review, provide comments and conditionally approve draft and revised draft of Remedial Investigation Report.  The initial draft of the Remedial Investigation report has been reviewed and comments have been provided.  However, Fort Lewis has requested a delay of several months before submitting the revised Remedial Investigation report due to considerable additional field work and subsequent evaluation they will need to perform prior to submitting the revised RI report.Substituted work has included review of site characterization reports for individual sites, necessary for completion of the draft RI report.

The target milestone was: Review and provide comments on draft Feasibility Study Work Plan. Due to the delay Ecology substituted other corrective action work included coordinating review and providing comments on terrestrial ecological evaluations of former firing ranges with Ecology’s Toxics Cleanup Program for the purpose of establishing cleanup levels.

University of Washington (WAD980664718) – Leon Wilhelm

The target milestone was: Review and comment on revised draft feasibility study report.  Ecology cannot complete comments on the initial draft of the FS report until resolution of the source of two solvent plumes, likely up-gradient of the UW Tacoma site.  An additional study into the origin of those plumes is substituted for the planned milestone.  Ecology has reviewed the results of that study and determined that at least one plume originates off site, and is not part of this corrective action.  Transfer of those plumes to TCP oversight is planned, and meetings are set October 07 to define what is subject to this corrective action.  

Philip/BEI - Washougal (WAD092300250) – Kaia Petersen:  

The target milestone was to: Complete negotiations of MTCA order for inclusion into permit for corrective action.  Responses to comments on the agreed order for corrective action from Philip’s attorney have been drafted.  Ecology conditionally approved a work plan for investigation of data gaps in the remedial investigation.  Field work starts the week of September 17, 2007. Negotiations on the Order continue. 

International Paper (WAD010745971)- Kaia Petersen:  
The target milestone were to: Complete negotiations on cleanup action plan (CAP) for Maintenance Facility Area (MFA).  Incorporate CAP for MFA and post-closure monitoring plan for the former Treated Wood Product (TWP) Area into permit for corrective action and post-closure.  International Paper submitted a draft RI/FS report for the Maintenance Facility Area (MFA).  The Port of Longview and Ecology provided comments and International Paper prepared a redline/strikeout version of the draft RI/FS report.  Ecology is currently reviewing the alternatives presented in the report, especially the disproportionate cost analysis and will soon provide final decisions which will be incorporated into a Consent Decree revision.  Due to differences between the Port of Longview and International Paper Ecology has had to review and re-review several documents.  We have given the partieies clarity that either the Port has to sign on to the Consent Decree or we will only consider their comments as we do the public’s comments.  Hopefully negotitions will go more quickly in the near future.

Philip/BEI-Tacoma (WAD020257945) – Kaia Petersen:  

The target milestone was to: Oversee implementation of feasibility study work plan.  The Port of Tacoma is in negotiations to purchase part of Philip’s property.  The Toxics Cleanup Program will name Philip as a potentially liable party for the former Don Oline landfill.  Approval and implementation of the feasibility study work plan is on hold until these activities are completed.  Support work for TCP’s negotiations with adjacent landowners has been substituted for feasibility study review.

Reichhold Inc.  (WAD09252891)   - Stan Leja:

The target milestones not completed was:Oversee completion of FS field work/pilot studies and Review FS report and comment.

Ecology and Reichhold agreed to delay the Feasibility Study activities until the corrective action permit, the agreed orders, and NPDES Permit were modified as part of the transfer of property from Reichhold Inc. to SSA Containers Inc. Work to approve the Soil Removal Interim Action is substituted for the missed milestones. The FS plan review and pilot studies will occur in next year. 

Work beyond the planned workload accomplished was:

1. Review additional quarterly snap-shot monitoring of selected monitoring wells within the site.

2. Review revised abandonment of unused monitoring wells proposal. 

3. Review/comment on the Removal of Treated Soils from the Treatment Cell and, 

4. Review and Comment on the CAMU placement Plan.

Cascade Pole Lumber Co.  (WAD 008958357) – Stan Leja:

The planned work was; “Review the annual ground water monitoring report and develop a focused RI/FS. “ The final RI/FS is currently being reviewed and will be completed by the end of October.

Fuel Processors Inc.  (WAD 087462503) – Stan Leja

The targetted work was “negotiate an agreed order and develop and implement an RI/FS”.  This work was only partially completed due to additional unplanned work at the Reichhold/SSA Marine facility and a hydraulic data evaluation at the former Pioneer/Occidental Chemical site

Work completed included the completion of a draft agreed order and the issuance of a PLP letter to Fuel Processors Inc. as a person and first draft review of RI investigation work plan.  

Formal Enforcement Work during FY2007

Emerald Services– Tacoma: Stipulated Order and Penalty No. 3380– was final on July 14, 2006 for several upgrades to the facility stormwater and product management as well as spill response.  There was an associated $128,000 penalty which was dealt with as if it were in a SEP.

Root Paint – Grays Harbor: Penalty No DE 3961 for noncompliance with the prior Order was issued for $22,000 on November 29, 2006.  SWRO has been working with the attorney for this site on closing the business.

L & L Nursery – Tacoma: Penalty No. 3435 for  $82,000 was in settlement negotiations which were finally completed on September 13, 2006.

P M Testing – Tacoma: Penalty DE 3356 for $103,000 was settled in March 2007. SWRO has been working with PM Testing since then on the deliverables within the settlement.
Philip Services – Tacoma: Penalty No 3997 for $16,000 was issued on December 19, 2006 for improper storage. 

Electro Tech Metal Finishing – Vancouver: Order No. 4064 was issued on January 22, 2007. Considerable work was done to try to get the facility to understand and comply with that Order. (Note a penalty for non-compliance with that order and for improper response to a spill was also issued on September 12, 2007.

Excelsior Packaging – Vancouver:  Penalty No. 4238  was issued for $10,000 on May 10, 2007 for improper storage of hundreds of drums of flammable waste.  The facility has since come into compliance. 

Ft. Lewis  - Pierce County: A Memorandum of Understanding was negotiated between the Fort and Ecology and signed on June 6, 2007.  This MOU goal is to provide a mechanism to transition the Fort into compliance with the pretreatment regulations both as a pretreatment regulator and as a discharging entitity.  Continued work will be required on this facility in FY08.

NUCLEAR WASTE PROGRAM

The following is a status of the Nuclear Waste Compliance Team’s progress in completing FY ’07 PPA deliverables.  RCRA Info is current for all Hanford dangerous waste inspections.

ALL FY 2007 INSPECTIONS

The NWP-Compliance Group completed seven mixed waste generator inspections and twelve mixed waste TSD inspection in FY ’07 as described below:

· Total of four Large Quantity Generator and nine TSD inspection were completed on the Hanford Site in FY ’07.  Violations cited as described below.


· Total of three Generator inspections and two TSD inspections were completed of mixed waste facilities off of the Hanford Site (Energy NW sites, Puget Sound Naval Shipyard, AREVA, and PermaFix).  Violations cited as described below.    

PERMITTING, CLOSURE, POST-CLOSURE
RCRA Info:

Permit writers are submitting event information in preparation for the re-issue Hanford Facility Dangerous Waste Permit.  Each unit group to which events are linked will include event codes for application received, application complete, draft permit conditions, and final determination with actual or scheduled dates.

RCRA Site Wide Permit Revision 8C Status

Note that this is not a PPA commitment, but is necessary to support cleanup activities.

Revision 8C will become effective upon completion of the public involvement process which began on August 27, 2007 for the incorporation of the Part III, Operating Unit #16 (400 Area Waste Management Units), and Part V, Closure Unit #10 (224-T TRUSAF). 

Revision 9 – Re-issue Permit 
Work on the re-issue of the Permit for the Hanford Facility has been slow but steady.  A draft permit is expected by the end of March 2008.  Unit groups from the expired permit, having final status conditions already incorporated will be worked on and completed first.  Unit groups not yet incorporated will follow in their order of priority.

The introduction, glossary, list of attachments, definitions, acronyms, and Part I Standard Conditions are complete.  The Part II General Facility Conditions are complete but can have additional conditions added if necessary.  There will be approximately 40 TSD unit groups contained in the Permit.  five units have been completed, six units are 90% complete, five units are 70% complete, four units are 50% complete and the remaining twenty units are in various stages of development, or have no resources assigned.  As units are completed, unassigned units will be assigned to staff

Energy Northwest – 

Energy Northwest has a mixed waste storage area within the plant for storing mixed waste prior to shipping off-site for disposal.  The storage area is currently operating under Interim Status.  This year, Ecology directed them to either apply for a Part B permit for the storage area, or close the facility.  Their plan was to close the facility and to operate using only 90 day storage areas and satellite storage areas.  In July 2007, Ecology initiated a Dangerous Waste inspection of the plant.  The inspection was expanded and later included the WNP-1/4 Industrial Complex.  The inspection resulted in finding several areas of non-compliance.  The plant is now focused on the inspection and doing corrective actions.  Ecology has not pursued the closure of the mixed waste storage area while this inspection is open because the mixed waste storage area is being used during this time period.  Ecology estimates that closure of the storage area will be completed by March 2008.

AREVA NP Inc. (formerly Framatome ANP, Inc. 

On March 15, 2006 Framatome ANP formally changed its name to AREVA NP Inc.  On May 29, 2007 AREVA submitted their Part B application.  Ecology is currently working on the application review and is scheduling meetings to go over questions and comments on the application.  Estimation for completing permit is April 2008.

Permafix (formerly the PEcoS facility)

The Permafix facility (formerly the PEcoS facility) has an existing operating permit.  Ecology, Health and EPA are working with the new owners to resolve compliance issues and update the permits.  

COMPLIANCE/ENFORCEMENT ACTIONS IN FY 2007

· Violations issued to USDOE and its contractors in FY 2007 include:

-  One violation for failure to identify contents of dangerous waste containers.

-  One violation for failure to designate waste.

-  One violation for failure meet TPA requirements for waste management at CERCLA 
   Operable Unit.

-  Two violations for failure to notify Ecology of spills of hazardous substances and failure to 
    mitigate spills.

-  One violation for failure to remove unfit-for-use hazardous waste tank system components 
    from service.


Violations issued to mixed waste facilities off of the Hanford Site include:

-  Nine violations issued to Energy Northwest, Columbia Generating Station for failure to 
    train personnel and manage hazardous wastes.

-  One violation issued to Energy Northwest, WNP-1 site for failure to meet exemption
    requirements for small quantity generators.

In addition, we continue to conduct inspections at the aluminum and magnesium smelters that have permanently closed and are in the midst of cleanup and demolition (CDC Mead, Chinook Ventures, Evergreen Aluminum, Kaiser-Tacoma, and NW Alloys).  These inspections are to ensure that cleanups are complying with applicable closure plans or orders.

PERMITTING
We still need to finalize the draft letter to the four refineries requesting information regarding the routine monitoring and maintenance of their oily water sewers (OWSs) and the status of closure and post-closure of their landfarms.  This information will help us to determine how to address the OWSs and landfarms in the refinery RCRA permit renewals.

ConocoPhillips has indicated that they want to maintain their long term container storage area.  We had to reschedule a meeting with them to early October to discuss the permit renewal process, submittals, and due dates.  We plan to renew their storage permit to meet EPA deadlines by September 2008.

We sent a Part B call-in letter to Columbia Gorge Aluminum (Goldendale) at the end of July to try to get them to make a decision about maintaining interim status for their spent potliner storage building.  It has been pretty quiet and we still don’t know if they are going to start up operations this fall.  This will come down to us preparing a RCRA permit last minute or processing Columbia Gorge’s closure plan for the building and terminating their interim status. 
CLOSURES/POST-CLOSURES
Refineries – We approved the clean closure certification for Site 3 at Tesoro on November 7, 2006.  

Aluminum and Magnesium Smelters – A RCRA order was prepared and issued to Evergreen Aluminum in September 2006 for the demolition of their potlines.  We have not yet received Intalco’s request to modify their Part B to revise the capacity estimate and the closure/post-closure timeframes for their RCRA landfill.

We continue to oversee closure/cleanup activities at CDC Mead, Chinook Ventures, Evergreen Aluminum, Kaiser-Tacoma, and NW Alloys.    

CORRECTIVE ACTION
Lilyblad – The Cleanup Action Plan was public noticed in July.  We extended the public comment period until mid-August per citizen request.  We also received a request from the Department of Archaeology and Historical Preservation to do an archeological assessment on the site.  We are drafting the response to public comments.  Once we finalize the CAP we will begin drafting an enforcement order for Lilyblad.  We have also reviewed and started an inventory of Lilyblad’s financial records.      

Emerald Kalama (Noveon) – We met with the AG to review Emerald’s comments on the draft Consent Decree and Restrictive Covenant.  We hope to finalize and issue the CD in the next couple of months.  

FORMAL ENFORCEMENT
No hazardous waste penalties were issued to Industrial Section facilities in FY ’07.  We issued 1 RCRA administrative order in FY ’07.  The details of this order are as follows:
