[ am writing to inform you that the Department of Ecology (Ecology) has decided not to move
forward at this time with an interim action at the commercial low-level radioactive waste
disposal facility located near Richland, Washington. This action was described in an April 2010
Interim Action Plan.

Ecology’s decision not to move forward with the interim action at the present time is based on
logistical and administrative considerations, including:

e It recently came to our attention that the lease between the Department of Energy and the
State will need to be amended before construction can be completed. It is estimated that
the amendment will take six to eight months.

o Site preparation activities have taken longer than anticipated, and contracts for
construction are behind schedule.

e Above freezing temperatures are necessary to weld the seams of a geosynthetic liner.

e If construction is not completed during this construction season, potential costs of

starting, stopping, and restarting construction could be an inefficient use of limited funds.
