Opinion does not constitute a determination of substantial equivalence.

To recover remedial action costs from other liable persons under MTCA, one must demon​strate that the action is the substan​tial equiva​lent of an Ecology-conducted or Ecology-supervised action.  This opinion does not determine whether the action you performed is substantially equivalent.  Courts make that determination.  See RCW 70.105D.080 and WAC 173-340-545.

State is immune from liability.

The state, Ecology, and its officers and employees are immune from all liability, and no cause of action of any nature may arise from any act or omission in providing this opinion.  See RCW 70.105D.030(1)(i).
