> Flow & pollutant reduction benefits to receiving waters (12)
> Long-term performance (1)

Retrofits:
> Water quality and habitat benefits of retrofit efforts (7)

> Ranked list of projects (what to do first)

Next steps, now to August

In the next six weeks:

> Project leads expand __ study proposals: detailed
approaches, budgets, scopes of work, deliverables

At “Workshop 2” on May 6:

> Discuss __ full project proposals
> Make recommendations: which projects should start first

At the SWG meeting on June 11.:
> Approve recommendations to send to Ecology

o Contracting; first project begins after August 15
