| 1.0 PROJECT SUMMARY

| A lumber mill served by rail and truck transpomatihas been located since 1981 at 301
9" Avenue, Oroville, within Section 28, Township 46th, Range 27 East, W.M.,
Okanogan County. The mill re-manufactures andags$dumber products. Products
produced by the mill, which vary over time in respe to market conditions, now include
boards supplied to retailers plus byproducts sscdaavdust and shavings. In the past the
mill has produced pallets and bins for the frudustry. The facility is divided into

“Plant 1” and “Plant 2”. Plant 1 manufactures thajority of the source’s products,

while Plant 2 primarily processes short boardsaifiim saws.

On November 7, 2005Fhe Department of Ecology (Ecoloqgy) issued Notice of
Construction Order No. 05AQ-C022 to Oroville Renaaudl Reload, Ine,urrentaction
inreludesbringing air quality permitting up to date for tfdlowing mill equipment
installedat the facilityfrom 1992 to 2004: four rip saws, five chop sasrse molder, one
trim saw, one paint booth, one drying tunnel, asgbaiated air pollution control
equipment.Order No. 05AQ-C022 also prescriddab-currenbetionalso-neludes
controls for previously existing activitiesuch as loading wood waste into trucks.

On Auqust 5, 2008, Oroville Reman and Reload, fited a request with Ecology to
revise Order No. 05AQ-C022 as follows:

1. Allow the use of a cyclone, in place of a baghots&pntrol emissions
from shortboard processing;

2. Increase production from 4800 to 8000 tons per géaood waste;

3. Delete all conditions related to the paint boothaurse a paint booth is no
longer installed at the source.
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By this action, Ecoloqy proposes to grant the alvegeiests. The project location is
301 9" Avenue, in Oroville, Washington, within Section, Z®wnship 40 North, Range
27 East, W.M., Okanogan County.

In relation to the above, the Department of Ecol@pate of Washington, pursuantRevised
Code of Washington (RCWRCW-70.94.152, makes the following determinations:

EMISSION LIMITS

2.6.1 There shall be no visible emissions (zerogugropacity) to the outside air from
any conveying or storage associated with unitsaigéd by this approval.

2.6.2 Total particulate matter emissions from aaghouse exhaust shall not exceed
0.01 grains per dry standard cubic foot of exhaast and 2.55 pounds per hour.

2.6.3 Total particulate matter emissions from PRstcyclone discharge shall not
exceed 0.01 pounds per hour.

OPERATING & MAINTENANCE

A site specific operating and maintenance (O&M) oadrshall be developed and
followed. Manufacturer’s instructions may be refezed. O&M manual development
shall be completed within 30 days of issuance isfahder. The O&M manual shall be
updated to reflect any modifications to the O&M gadures. The equipment shall be
operated and maintained in accordance with the @8aual. Equipment shall be
properly operated and maintained. Failure to fltbe requirements of the O&M
manual and the adequacy of the O&M manual wilvbe of the factors considered by
Ecology in determining whether the source is priypgperated and maintained. Regular
O&M records shall be kept at the source. These Q&bébrds shall be available for
inspection by Ecology, organized in a readily asitds manner, and retained for at least
five (5) years. The O&M manual shall at a minimunclude:

2.8 FUGITIVE EMISSIONS

2.8.1 2.8-3—Fugitive dust (including both wood waste partickes dust from
traditional open dust sources generated by the$oot wind or machinery acting
on exposed materials) shall be properly contraleaccordance with a site-
specific fugitive dust control plan (FDCP). The®&P shall be kept updated.
Failure to follow the requirements of the FDCP #meladequacy of the FDCP
will be two of the factors considered by Ecologyetermining whether the
fugitive dust is being properly controlled. The®P shall at a minimum include:

No emissions
generated on the site shall be visible after cngstie property line.

2.9.1 Regular periodic performance testing is noaradition of this approval. When
complaint investigation, visibility observationgmapliance questions, or other
information obtained by Ecology indicates the neetheasure emissions,
Ecology may require the source to conduct perfonadesting. This provision is
in addition to any testing required by Ecology panst to WAC 173-400-105.

2.9.2 Inthe event performance testing is required, dtlewing methods shall be used,
unless alternate methods have been approved bgdsciol writing prior to the

testing.

In the event
odor from painting is detected beyond the propkmng/a second time, Ecology
may order Oroville Reman & Reload to take specifasures to control odor.
These measures may include, but are not limiteth&installation of
additional pollution control devices such as thdraxadation and carbon
adsorption.

Records of all data shall be maintainedrigealily retrievable manner for a
period of five years and be made available at thetsite to authorized
representatives of Ecology upon request.

Legible copies of this Order, the O&M Manwald the FDCP shall be on-site
in a location known by and available to employ&edirect operation of the
described equipment and available to Ecology upgoest.

This Order shall become invalid if constiatts not commenced within 18
months after receipt of final approval, if constran is discontinued for a
period of 18 months or more, or if constructiomad complete within a
reasonable time. Ecology may extend the 18-moetiog upon a satisfactory
showing that an extension is justified.

It shall be grounds for recision of this r@pl if physical operation is
discontinued for a period of eighteen (18) monthsiore. Ecology may
extend the 18-month period upon a satisfactory gigpthat an extension is
justified.

Access to the source by the United Statggsdmental Protection Agency or
the Department of Ecology shall be permitted ugmuest for the purposes of
compliance assurance inspections. Failure to adlovess is grounds for
revocation of this Order.

Operation of equipment must be conductedmpliance with all data and
specifications submitted as part of the Notice oh&ruction application
unless otherwise approved by Ecology. Any activitgertaken by the
permittee, or others, in a manner which is incdastswith the application or
this Order, shall be subject to Ecology enforcenueater applicable
regulations.

Nothing in this Order shall be construe@soo relieve the permittee of its
obligations under any state, local, or federal lawsegulations.
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2.10.10 It shall not be a defense for a permittegni enforcement action that it would
have been necessary to halt or reduce the pechattivity in order to
maintain compliance with the conditions of this érd

2.10.11 This Order is valid only after payment ppropriate fee(s) required pursuant
