Other Strategies to Reduce Current and Future Impacts of Wood Smoke on WA Communities
Ways to offset impacts from development and population growth:
· Define and limit the number of non-low emitting devices that are installed in a geographic area.  For example, limit installations to:
· All propane or natural gas-fired devices.

· Pellet stoves.

· Specific models of wood stoves or other solid fuel burning devices that are certified by EPA at an emission rate of 2.5 grams/hour or less of PM.
· Limit the number of solid fuel burning devices installed in a geographic area and/or per residential unit.
· Prohibit net increases in the number of installed solid fuel burning devices by requiring the elimination of an existing device in order to install a new one.

· Set new emission performance standards for solid fuel burning devices.
· Ban the installation of solid fuel burning devices in Urban Growth Areas.
Ways to effectively reduce the emissions from uncertified devices:

· Change-outs using incentives.
· Change-outs at the time of sale.

· Scheduled ban on the use of uncertified devices.  For example, it’s illegal to use uncertified wood burning devices from October to April.

· Ban the use of solid fuel burning devices installed before a particular date.

· Curtailments (burn bans).
· Provide property sellers with a credit towards excise tax for removing an uncertified device at the time of sale.
