Action 27.1
Maintain a program to assess ambient 

water quality in the region

- Primary water bodies to be monitored include Fraser River, 
Southern Strait of Georgia, Burrard Inlet and Boundary Bay

ï Determine changes in water quality as the region and 
municipalities improve wastewater and stormwater 
management

ï Assess the cumulative impacts of point source and non -point 
source discharges, including stormwater runoff, agricultural 
and industry discharges

ï Develop program partnerships with other levels of government 
as appropriate
