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INTRCDUCTION

The first snow surveys were made in Washington in 1915 by the U. S. Bureau
of Reclamation at Bumping Lake. This was followed by the establishment of a net-
work of 18 snow courses by Washington Water Power Company on the Chelan Lake
drainage in 1926 and 1927. Other courses were located and measured by inde~
pendent water users until 1935, In that year, Congress authorized the Bureau of
Agricultural Engineering of the U. S. Department of Agriculture to coordinate the
measurement of all snow courses and to develop forecasting methods. In 1939,
the Division of Irrigation of the former Bureau of Agricultural Engineering was trans-
ferred as a unit to the Soil Conservation Service, U. S. Department of Agriculture,
and in 1953, snow surveys were transferred from the Division of Irrigation to Soil
Conservation Service operations.

The State of Washington had cooperated with snow surveys on a limited basis
for many years, and in 1954, the Department of Consetvation and Development
requested and received from the State Legislature an appropriation specifically for
snow surveys. This appropriation is used i'n a cooperative program with the Soil
Conservation Service to "enable the Department and the Service to make a more rapid
and comprehensive advance in the snow survey program, and to provide cooperators,
other interested agencies, and the general public in the State of Washington with

desired information and data".



Cooperation

Snow surveys continue to be a very cooperative enterprise in the State.
Many orgarizations, both public and private, measure snow courses for their own
needs and, under cooperative agreements, for others. Chief among these coopera-
tors are the U. S. Gealogical Survey, U. S. Forest Service and Public Utility
District No. 1 of Chelan County. All past records are included in this summary
and current information is published four times a year on or about the first of

February, March, April and May in Federal-State-Private Cooperative Snow Survey

and Water Supply Forecasts for Washington.
