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Agreed Order Amendment/Property Transfer
Boeing Commercial Airplane Group - Renton
The Department of Ecology invites the public to read and comment on a proposed amendment to the Agreed Order No. DE 97HZ-233.
Comments on the proposed document will be accepted through December 3, 2007.  After reviewing the public comments, Ecology will make a final decision on this draft document. 
Site Location and Background

The Boeing Commercial Airplane Group – Renton Plant is located at 8th and Logan Avenue North, Renton, Washington. This facility produces 737 model commercial aircraft.   Airplane manufacturing has occurred at this facility since 1941.
Hazardous waste management activities at the facility, including contaminated soil and groundwater cleanup action, are regulated under the federal Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA), the Washington State Dangerous Waste Regulations (Chapter 173-303 WAC), and the Washington State Model Toxics Control Act (MTCA) (Chapter 173-340 WAC).

In May 1990, the United States Environmental Protection Agency conducted a RCRA Facility Assessment as the first step of cleanup. This study showed soils and groundwater beneath the facility, and surface water and/or sediments near the facility were polluted. This pollution came from several different locations at the facility, mainly from tank leaks and spills.  

The Department of Ecology negotiated a MTCA Agreed Order with The Boeing Company (Boeing) in October 1997 which required investigation and analysis of cleanup alternatives for the contamination at the facility.  Currently, The Boeing Company is conducting a feasibility study to evaluate cleanup alternatives.
Proposed Agreed Order Amendment 
Boeing intends to sell a portion of their Renton Plant. This area includes former 10-80 building area and Parking Lot 10 (see figure A).  This amendment will change the property boundary and remove an area of concern (AOC-42) located in the southwest corner near the 10-80 building from the Agreed Order. 

This AOC-42 area is contaminated with petroleum hydrocarbons and poly aromatic hydrocarbons.  The contamination levels did not exceed the screening levels established during the remedial investigation period, and no further action is necessary at this AOC-42 area based on the information currently available. 
If any other contamination is identified in the area to be sold after the ownership is transferred, Boeing and the buyer will be liable under RCW 70.105D.040.
                 Environmental Review

Ecology believes that this proposed Agreed Order Amendment/Property Transfer will not have any environmental impact and thus environmental review is not necessary for this proposed action.
