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Public Review and Comment – November 22 – December 22, 2008

Goodrich Corporation, Aircraft Wheels & Brakes Division

The Department of Ecology (Ecology) invites the public to read and comment on the agency’s proposed decision to grant the Goodrich Corporation, Aircraft Wheels & Brakes Division (“Goodrich”), a variance from the Washington State Dangerous Waste Regulations, Washington Administrative Code (WAC) Chapter 173-303.  The Dangerous Waste Regulations allow Ecology to grant a variance from regulations that classify reclaimed materials as solid wastes.  Goodrich reclaims liquid condensate for use in boilers as feed water.   

Site Location and Background

Goodrich, a manufacturer of aircraft brake disks, is located at 11135 West Westbow Road in Spokane, Washington.   It has occupied this site since early 1998.  Goodrich has applied for a variance from WAC 173-303.   On a case-by-case basis, Ecology may determine that certain recycled materials are not solid wastes.  Goodrich has applied for a variance from the regulation for ‘materials that are reclaimed but must be reclaimed further before the materials are completely recovered under (WAC 173-303-017(5)(a)(iii)).  Specifically, the variance is for liquid condensate generated in the Chemical Vapor Deposition (CVD) process.  After leaving the CVD process, the liquid condensate is reclaimed and then reused as boiler feed water. The liquid condensate is water containing hydrocarbons in the parts per million range.

Based on the information available, Ecology has tentatively decided to grant the variance to allow recycling of the liquid condensate under the following conditions:

1. The variance, if granted, is case- specific for liquid condensate from current processes at the Spokane Goodrich facility, as described in the application information from Goodrich, dated March 14, 2008.  

2. No other wastes, including those resulting from the reclaiming and conditioning process (such as, sludges, filters, etc.), or other waste streams (such as wash water, sump water, etc.) are included in this determination. 

3. The variance, if granted, does not exempt Goodrich from any other state and/or local regulations and requirements. 

4. The variance may be re-evaluated or withdrawn if the information that provided the basis for the determination changes, or if Ecology later determines that human health or the environment is threatened.

Public Hearing
A public hearing is not scheduled at this time.  Any interested party may request a public hearing on the proposed determination within 30 days of the publication date of this notice.  The request for a hearing shall state the interest of the party and the reasons why a hearing is necessary.  The request should be sent to the below address.  Ecology will hold a hearing if it determines that there is significant public interest.  If a hearing is to be held, public notice will be published at least 30 days in advance of the hearing date.  Any party responding to this notice with comments will be mailed a copy of a public hearing notice.
Appealing the Final Variance Decision

People can challenge Ecology’s final decision by appealing to the Pollution Controls Hearing Board.  Appeal procedures are in WAC 173-303-845 and Chapter 43.21B Revised Code of Washington (RCW).
