PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD:  June 15 – July 30, 2010
Proposed Termination of Cleanup Order and Waste Permit at the Crop Production Services Site in Walla Walla, Washington
The Washington State Department of Ecology (Ecology) invites the public to review and comment on Ecology’s proposal to terminate the cleanup order and Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) permit issued to Crop Production Services (CPS) site (formerly Western Farm Service.)
CPS, an agricultural chemical distribution facility since the 1950’s, covers approximately three acres at 3081 East Isaacs Avenue in Walla Walla, Washington.  Until 1987, tanks containing pesticide and fertilizer residues were rinsed and rinsates collected in an unlined pit.  Sometimes the pit overflowed into a ditch and field north of the pit.  Environmental investigations in the 1990’s confirmed contamination of the soil and groundwater at the site and Ecology ordered CPS to conduct soil cleanup and long term groundwater monitoring.  Recent sampling indicates the groundwater now meets human health and environmental cleanup standards.  CPS has requested termination of the administrative order and permit pending submittal of public comments.
Ecology seeks the public’s comments on this proposal between June 15 and July 30, 2010.  To be considered, comments must be postmarked or received, by email or hand delivery, by July 30, 2010.
