5j.  Briefly describe the vegetation and habitat conditions on the property.  [help] 

The upland portion of the project site has sparse vegetation. The proposed in-water work areas of the project site 
support some macroalgae. Eelgrass beds are located to the north and the south of the existing dredged barge 
channel. See Section 8a below. 

5k.  Describe how the property is currently used.  [help] 

The MJB South Dock project site extends along approximately 700 lineal feet of Fidalgo Bay near downtown 
Anacortes. The project site includes approximately 13.8 acres of uplands and 2.7 acres of marine waters, all of 
which are owned by MJB Properties.   

The north end of the project site has an existing heavy-duty steel pier that is used to transfer cargo to and from 
barges and other vessels that access the uplands from an existing dredge barge channel. Boat storage is also 
provided on the north end of site.  The remaining portions of the site are vacant. 

 

5l.  Describe how the adjacent properties are currently used.  [help] 

The north edge of the project site borders the 462-slip Anacortes Marina. The east edge of the project site borders 
an undeveloped state owned filled tideland parcel managed by the Washington Department of Natural Resources. 
The south edge of the project site borders a light industrial park that consists of a boat repair yards (Cap Sante 
Marine) and various commercial buildings. The west edge of the project site borders T Avenue. The City of 
Anacortes Tommy Thompson bisects the southwest corner of the project site. 
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5m.  Describe the structures (above and below ground) on the property, including their purpose(s).  [help] 

A moveable heavy-duty industrial steel pier is located near the northern end of the site. Mooring bollards are 
located on the uplands. The open yard areas of the uplands are used for storage of boats and cargo. The uplands 
have also been used for the assembly and construction of heavy industrial equipment. The offshore element of the 
site contains a dredged barge channel, which is used for moorage and the transfer of cargo to and from the 
uplands. Separate applications have been filed for the construction of a boat ramp, which includes dredging, two 
floating piers, shoreline mitigation, repair of shoreline erosion and repair of the steel pier (Corps reference number 
NWS-2008-604-NO).

From I-5 take exit 230 onto WA-20. Drive east for 11.7 miles on WA-20 and then take WA-20 Spur to Anacortes.  Drive 2.6 miles on WA-20 Spur n 
and then take the R Avenue exit. Drive north on R Ave for 0.1 miles and then turn right onto 34th Street. Drive east on34th St. for 0.1 miles and 
turn left onto T Avenue. Drive north on T Ave. for about 0.3 miles to project site.

Dredging: The proposed work consists of maintenance dredging and deepening of the existing South Dock Barge Channel. The 
existing channel was first dredged in 1975. The area of the existing channel to be dredged varies in bottom elevation from 
approximately -8 feet to -12 feet (MLLW = 0.0’ datum).  The proposed bottom dredge elevation is -14 feet with a 1-foot overdepth 
allowance to -15 feet. Approximately 17,100 cubic yards of material will be dredged with a floating clamshell bucket dredge 
and/or a barge-mounted excavator. The dredged materials will be loaded onto barges for both upland and offshore disposal. 
Upland Disposal: Approximately 13,700 cubic yards of the dredged material (recent sediments with some native material) will 
be loaded onto a flattop barge with sideboards or onto a hopper barge and then transferred to the uplands by clamshell bucket 
or other means for temporary storage at an upland disposal site located on the MJB South Dock property.  The temporary 
storage site will have a liner, silt fences and a water collection and treatment system. The material at this site will be tested for 
future use as general site fill for property owned by MJB or for other properties. Any material deemed to be unacceptable for 
general fill purposes would be disposed of at an approved upland disposal site.  
Open Water Disposal: The balance of the dredging, approximately 3,400 cubic yards, consists of dredging into native bottom 
materials. The DMMP agencies have approved this material for disposal at the Rosario Strait open water disposal site.  The 
material would be loaded onto a hopper barge and then towed to the open water disposal site.
