The (company) handles Group 5 oil.  The (company) PRC for responding to Group 5 oil is the (name). These materials either float or remain suspended in the water column, or sink to the sea floor.   The locations of the non-floating oil may be determined through aerial observations, diver intersects, subsurface modeling or side scan sonar surveys. Recovery can be attempted using manual removal by divers, removal by pump and vacuum equipment, or dredging.  Removal methods will be approved by unified command.  The primary response contractor (PRC) maintains the resources for locating and recovering oil on the bottom or suspended in the water column.  The equipment is capable of being on scene within 12 hours of spill notification.  For a detailed list of response equipment and response capabilities refer to (name) PRC application.
