Agreement)
17 Applications on or before January , 2009 (90 days after executing the
Agreement)

During review and preparation of Exhibit D, if Shell identifies sites to be added to
this agreement that are beyond those listed in Exhibit A, the VCP applications will
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be submilted during the 30 days following submittal of Exhibit D (i.,e., no later
than 120 days after executing the Agreement).

Within 90 Days after executing the agreement, the following activities will occur in
addition to preparation and submittal of 67 VCP applications:

1) Schedule and conduct meeting with Ecology (target date 45 days
after signing) to discuss:

a. Progress made at Shell Sites
b. Preparation of Exhibit D — Cleanup Timelines — in accordance with
Section 6 of the Agreement

2) Finalize Exhibit D — Cleanup Timelines — Due within 90 days after
signing of Agreement.
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
