	VCP Application form instructions for
part 2b: GeograPhic position


Part 2B of the VCP Application Form requires you to enter the geographic position of the property where the release of hazardous substances occurred (source property).  This document defines the geographic terms used in the Form.  

· Latitude:  Is an angular measurement that is north or south of the Equator (0°). The range for Washington State is N 45°- N 49°.  The most precise collection method is a Global Positioning System (GPS).  
· Longitude:  Is an angular measurement that is west or east of the Prime Meridian (which is through Greenwich, England).  The range for Washington State is W 116° to W 125°.  The most precise collection method is a GPS.
· Location on Property:  Where the latitude and longitude coordinates were taken.  For example, plant entrance, center of the facility, centroid of Township, Range, Section (TRS).  
· Collection Method:  How the latitude and longitude were derived.  For example, GPS unit, conversion from TRS, paper map, or address matching software.

· Collection Source:  The scale of the base map source of information used to determine the latitude and longitude of the facility or site.  For example, scale of 1:10,000-1:15,000.

· Horizontal Datum:  The shape or spheroid to which the surface of the earth has been orthographically transferred to depict the latitude/longitude.  Identifies whether the NAD27 or NAD83 is the reference for the horizontal coordinator of the facility or site.  NAD stands for North American Datum.
· Accuracy Level:  The confidence level of the latitude and longitude coordinates.  For example, if using mapping software you could be confident to 250 feet.  If using GPS, you could be confident to 20 feet.
