Who can apply for funding?

Public entities, including counties, cities, and towns; water and sewer
districts; port districts; conservation districts; irrigation districts;
school districts; federally recognized tribes; and Washington State
institutions of higher education if the project is not included in the
institution’s statutory responsibilities. Nonprofit organizations can
apply for Section 319 funds.

What are eligible project types?

Projects to improve and protect Washington’s water quality, including
wastewater facilities, stormwater facilities and activities, nonpoint
source pollution control activities, onsite sewage system repair and
replacement programs.
