Introduction

The Sand and Gravel Fee Calculation Form is an official document that will enable the Department of Ecology to determine the applicant’s annual wastewater permit fee category and subcategory.  A form must be completed and submitted for each permitted site.
The following instructions are provided to assist you in accurately completing the application.  You are encouraged to read the instructions before you enter any information.  Provide accurate and legible information (print in ink or type).

Section 1:  General Information

Permittee Name: The legal name of the business or company to which permit coverage was issued.

Facility Contact Person: The name of the person who has the legal authority to represent the business or company.

Permit Number:  The Ecology Sand and Gravel permit number assigned.  The permit number will begin with WAG50.  The number can be found on the permit coverage letter.
