That's their prerogative, but they are banning use of products like Sonar because they think it kills
fish, because white pelicans are impacted by organophosphates, etc.  They are making generic
claims that pesticides cause impacts to fish, birds, amphibians etc, and in a generic sense that might
be true because some pesticides might cause those impacts. 
 
If there is a product like Hydrothol 191, then your permit should subject it to the timing window
because if it is used as a herbicide, then potentially there may be an impact on fish or birds if they
come in contact with it in a concentrated form.  Products like Sonar, Imazapyr, Imazomox etc don't
cause the effects they say they are trying to protect organisms from.   
 
There are two ways to address this, the first would be to get them to change the table where it
doesn't make sense.  The second is to change your permit page that requires compliance with the
table where it doesn't make sense.  One or the other should happen.
