I would like the department to alter the permit to read:  "The Permittee 
is authorized to discharge incidental amounts of adulticides and 
their residues to waters of the state for nuisance and vector 
mosquito control." 

I will not be able to be 
outside during the mosquito season if this proposed permit goes into 
effect!
