With concerns of West Nile virus, this permit that would not 
allow our local district to spray when needed for adult 
mosquitoes is quite alarming! Also,even without the West Nile 
infection possibility this restriction would considerably alter 
our ability to enjoy our beautiful area during the coolest times 
of our hot summer days.  I believe this could also affect 
tourism in our area.   Please do not limit Benton County 
Mosquito Control District's ability to serve this 
community!
