This kit could be used to mop up small oil and grease spills.  Other types of kits are designed for specific spill types – other chemicals, other viscosities, etc.

Initial Actions
1. Assess scene for safety hazards.
1. Notify business manager / supervisor / safety officer
1. If dangerous or an emergency, call 911
1. Wear personal protection equipment; Stop the flow if it is safe to do so.
1. If safe, contain the spill.  Protect any drains / catch basins (by use of absorbents, booms or drain covers) 
1. Make the required notifications. (See numbers on reverse)
1. Clean up spill if safe and within your level of training. 
1. If necessary, contact a spill response contractor for additional resources.
