Commenters

Ecology received comments from representatives of the following businesses and organizations
as well as nearly 900 individuals. Some commenters are categorized as anonymous because the
individuals didn’t identify themselves in the body of their email nor could their names be
ascertained from their email sender IDs.

Commenters offered diverse opinions on the Draft Lead CAP. Again, we appreciate the time and
effort each commenter took to review the draft, develop comments and submit them.

About 60% of the individual commenters, or around 550 people, identified themselves as a
resident of Washington. 12 commenters identified themselves as coming from other states, such
as Arizona, California, Connecticut, Florida, Hawaii, Oklahoma, and Pennsylvania. The
remaining commenters, around 250, did not include their address or state of residence.
