Eligibility Criteria for Capital Budget Projects

Storage Projects – 
Construction activities for projects that have a completed and approved feasibility study, OR development of a new storage feasibility study.  Feasibility studies include the development of plans, engineering, financing reports, and other pre-construction activities.  Eligible projects include both surface and ground water storage proposals.

Infrastructure Projects – 
Water management construction projects that resolve conflicts among needs for municipal, agriculture, rural, and fish restoration purposes.  State funding is limited to the amount of stream flow improvements or other public benefits derived from the project.

Water Acquisition Projects – 
Projects that improve instream flows, including establishment of water banks.

 Installation of Stream Gauge, Metering, Measuring Devices – 
Funding is limited to purchase and installation of such devices.  Ongoing operation and maintenance is the responsibility of the local entity.

Watershed Council Support - 
Funding is limited to $30,000 to $60,000 for administrative support to those planning units with completed, approved watershed (2514) plans.  Additional criteria may apply.
