Special Condition S4.A.5. in the sand and gravel general permit allows a permittee to request a reduction in frequency of turbidity monitoring based on performance.  Performance is a combination of site conditions and 18 consecutive months of turbidity data that together demonstrate that a violation of the turbidity limit is highly unlikely.  All requests for monitoring frequency reduction must submit this form.  Please submit the form to your Ecology regional permit manager (same address as used for submitting discharge monitoring reports, DMRs).  Submitting this form does not authorize a change in monitoring frequency.  You must continue to sample twice monthly for turbidity.  Ecology will notify you in writing if a reduction is authorized and will set the effective date.
