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Abstract Submission Form

Basic Requirements

1. Abstracts should adequately describe the objectives and results so that the quality, 

originality and completeness of the work can be evaluated. Each abstract must contain: 
· Objective 

· Design 

· Materials & Method 

· Results 

· Conclusion

2. Authors should include their name, institution, address, phone number, fax number, and email address.
3. All abstracts will be included in South Puget Sound Abstracts.   Abstracts should be prepared to be easily included in the event packet.  Authors should do “pre-emptive” editing by adhering the following specifications:

· line spacing: 14 pt
· font size: 11 pt

· font: arial 

4. Abstract title in CAPITAL LETTERS, and followed by the name(s) of the author(s). 

Presenting author must be underlined. 

5. Type the text of the abstract in one continuous paragraph (maximum 350 words). Avoid using Greek symbols, superscripts, and subscripts. If these are absolutely necessary, indicate your precise wishes in an e-mail note. Use footnotes only if absolutely necessary. To indicate footnotes, use [1],[2], etc. as many times as necessary.

6. Type References for the title section above, leaving one line of space between the abstract and the references. (References are not required.) 

7. Footnotes: Leave one line of space between the references and the footnotes. (Footnotes are not required.)
