Data Quality Assessment
There is not a 1:1 between LLID and Stream Name. This is a significant problem for users of WaDFW hydro and StreamNet. A common name-attribution-problem like the following example offered was discussed:

An extended discussion followed describing the REO IRCC routing rules; and how the rules were updated to honor the 1:100K LLIDs when the 1:24K hydrography was added. 
Martin discussed the option of adding a ‘super-identifier’ to WaDFW hydro and StreamNet to solve the stream-name to LLID assignment problem. He felt it would solve other problems as well, but may be a difficult sell to the StreamNet participants.
There was also a discussion and acknowledgement of Dick O’Connor’s concern that continuing loading of data containing these stream name problems will make the problems more difficult to fix in the future once the 1:24K data is loaded into the Clearinghouse. 
Having acknowledged this problem, the consensus of the group was, however, the following:
Continue with the same routing rules and QA process used for the Western Washington Integration project.
The rational for this being that it will be easier to globally fix the problems if the complete data collection is consistently processed and loaded
Martin suggested adding a disclaimer to the Clearinghouse data to reflect the name attribution problem. 

NHD Discussion:

There was a question of why there is a large part of the Grande Ronde missing from national NHD dataset. 
StreamNet participants will be meeting in Portland to discuss StreamNet - NHD issues. Martin’s proposal of adding a ‘super-identifier’ could be floated as well as the Name-LLID issues discussed earlier.  

A follow-up message from Tim states that: ”Bob Harmon of OR Water Resources (is that right?) has scheduled a sit-down on 9/15 at the PSMFC office in Portland to discuss FW hydro issues (NHD and LLID) with StreamNet participants”
A future work task will be to develop QA/QC procedures for fixing the name attribute problems which continue to be loaded into the Clearinghouse.
