Introductions – Group
Project Plan review -- 
Scott said that no additional comments/revisions had been submitted
An issues list needs to be developed
Review of GIS layers -- 
Much time was spent discussing the GIS data layers and how business rules would be applied

The WRIA GIS layer arbitration (between WaDNR and Ecology) was discussed, and there appears to still be a WaDNR version and an Ecology WRIA with differences in some of the disputed areas.

The Washington incorporated Cities layer maintained by WaDOT was discussed. Revisions to boundaries are submitted to WaDOT from local governments. The layer does not contain the unincorporated ‘places’ found in Census Tiger data.

Although the 24K HydroFramework data was acknowledged as a key data set, the fact that required data is hung on up to 6 different hydrography data sets was raised as a significant challenge. No solution to this problem is apparent at this point other than having the various hydro layers available for the required analyses

Rules for agency-specific data interpretation were discussed. The WaDOT Linear Referencing System was used as an example where elaborate business rules have been documented and are being implemented into the Locator Object being developed for internal use at WaDOT. This drove a discussion of whether there should be centralized hosting of geoprocessing services accessing centrally hosted data, or centralized hosting of services accessing distributed data, distributed hosting of geoprocessing servers. Due to data maintenance concerns there was a consensus that we did not want to centrally host the various agencies data. Data and service hosting will be a technical issue requiring some extensive discussion.  

There are several versions of consolidated parcels being developed. Ecology and WaDOH each have some version. Terry Hull of Puget Sound Action Team was reported as obtaining one as well. Joy is going to check the status of the PSAT work. 
Marc was unfairly peppered with questions about WaDNR data. He suggested that we contact Frank Fisher specifically about uplands and Cadastral data.

John Tooley reported that Don Bales of Shorelands and Environmental Assistance (SEA) Program stated that there was no consolidated Shoreline Designation data available. Applicants will need to obtain this from local governments. Cinde Donaghue also SEA program reported to be working on some consolidation of this information (for King, Snohomish, & Thurston Co.). John Tooley will follow up. 

Requirements

Often the business rules are agency specific some agencies have hard business rules, some less strict. 
John Tooley mentioned the summaries of Ecology user requirements
Tim Young mentioned the requirements to be able to verify locations based on a provided X,Y and have the ability to view the XY on a map, then update location and commit updated location.  He asked if others had the need for driving directions. For Ecology this would be a nice-to-have.
Future Tasks

John Tooley agreed to rework the Information Flow Diagram

Joy Paulis and John Tooley agreed to consolidate and standardize requirements

Scott agreed to meet with the Online Jarpa Steering Committee to discuss the vision of this project.

Next Meeting
