	The ArcGIS 9.1 version of the NHD Geo Edit Tool 
The ArcGIS 9.1 version of the NHD Geo Edit Tool has been installed on a single workstation at Ecology and has finished some initial testing to verify it is working properly.

The NHD and Clearinghouse Data 
The NHD and Clearinghouse data for the two test 6th order HUCs has been acquired and projected into the UTM Zone 10 projection (from geographic). Before we can work in the WA State Plane South Zone NAD83 HARN projection, the USGS must create a PGDB template for reprojection. I have requested a template from Paul Kimsey and will continue to use UTM coordinates until we receive the template.

Attributes to NHD Data
The LLID values have been conflated from the wc.route system on the coverages to become an additional column on the NHDFlowline table. Testing will begin soon to verify altering of the schema will not break the Geo Edit Tool.

Update from WDFW on Staffing
Martin Hudson has gone on medical leave for 6 - 12 months and will no longer be able to participate in the project. Tim Young is working on backfilling Martin's position while he is on leave. Arleta Agun will serve on the project technical team in place of Martin. Tim is hoping to have news of how DFW will accommodate Martin's absence next Tuesday.
