Recap of PNWHF Steering Committee Mtg

Highlights:

· MOU for the Clearinghouse partnership was discussed – ECY to be the listed steward and Carol Fleskes to sign

· WBD was discussed.  It was agreed that it would use ShoreZone but at this point that isn’t in place in NHD

· Bill and Rich are going to work on guidelines for integrating Lidar data into the PNW Clearinghouse.

· There was talk about the whole stream identifier and that is seems to be still on the plate but is waiting on a GUID.  We need to clean up the WA LLID’s and it looks like the primary user of the whole stream ID is WDFW so the task will defer to them.

Clallam County LIDAR data & DNR Hydro
Deb and Mac provided and overview of the discussions they’ve been having with Clallam County, DNR and the TFW participants.  There seems to be interest in reviewing the updated hydro data and to see if it can be folded into DNR’s regulatory data set.  This would be a good test to see how the process would go both from a technical side as well as a regulatory review process side.  In order to do the work then DNR will need funding to extend a person past their funding end date.  Deb made a pitch at SWIMTAC and will be putting together a briefing paper on the proposal.  SWIMTAC has a small amount of funds $5-$7 K and it was also suggested that they speak with the USGS Wa rep about a special funding request.
 
USGS Cap Grant for WA/BC NHD-NHN work 

Dan indicated that he was approached by USGS to gage our interest in putting together a grant proposal to integrate/edge match Canadian hydro (at 50K) with WA data.  The Canadian data should be finished sometime in early 2008.  The grant is for $75,000 and it has to have a documented 50/50 match. After some discussion, it was decided that the timing wasn’t good considering our existing workload with this project, the potential for more hydro work in March and that the grant needs to be written by December.
