These hours are not to interfere with regular service. Members and Supervisors must sign and send this form to WCC HQ at the end of each month. Volunteer hours and paid hours earned beyond your term of service will count towards the Presidential Service Award. The WCC will track these hours for you. To qualify for this award, fulltime members must earn at least 20 hours through unpaid volunteer service and halftime or quarter time members must earn at least 10 hours through volunteer service.
